For the second year in a row, Salem 

is seeking input from residents about 

City services, future community 

goals and neighborhood quality of 

life issues through an online commu-

nity survey on the Cityõs website, 

www.salem.com.  

Last year, Mayor Kimberley Driscoll 

launched the first community sur-

vey, which provided feedback from 

residents across Salem. In 2001, as a 

Ward 5 City Councillor, Mayor Dris-

coll suggested to her colleagues that 

exploring the possibility of conduct-

ing a community survey was a 

worthwhile effort after receiving an 

email from resident Jim Kearney.  

Many communities in Massachusetts, 

and across the country, conduct simi-

lar resident surveys. These surveys 

can be an effective way to communi-

cate with residents and to gather in-

put on community priorities. A com-

munity survey also helps the City 

measure our performance in provid-

ing services and gather input on resi-

dentsõ feelings toward municipal gov-

ernment and life in Salem.  

Itõs exciting for the City to be launch-

ing this survey for a second year. 

Last year over 1,000 residents 

logged on and shared their opinions 

on City services and quality of life 

issues, providing invaluable feed-

back to municipal officials.  

Once again, the survey is hosted by 

the free website surveymon-

key.com, which the City uses to 

collect data from other surveys 

throughout the year. To maintain a 

level of integrity, only one survey 

will be allowed to be completed per 

computer.

The City of Salem recently completed 

work on four parks, just in time for 

warm weather and sunny skies.  

The City funded the cost of new play 

equipment, which was installed last 

month at Sa-

lem Common. 

The renovated 

tot lot was 

paid for with 

help from Par-

ents United, 

which contrib-

uted over 

$40,000 for rubber flooring on the 

ground under and around the play-

ground equipment. The new matting 

is safer and will make it easier for 

people who have a hard time getting 

around to enjoy the playground. This 

play equipment has been in desperate 

need of investment for quite some 

time so having this project done in 

such a high -profile area is a great ac-

complishment for the City.  

Earlier this year, 

work wrapped up 

on the High Street 

playground, which 

now has new play 

structures and 

swings. The 

$42,000 renovation 

was funded through 

Community Development Block Grant 

(CDBG) funding. Members of the 

Greater Endicott Street Neighborhood 

Association and work crews super-

vised by the Essex County Sheriffõs 

Department installed the new play 
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Salem parks get spruced up in time for spring  
equipment, saving the city money on 

labor costs. CDBG funds were also 

utilized to install a brand new fence 

and repair the gazebo at the park.  

Two other parks also received some 

spring cleaning. Resurfacing work 

was completed on the tennis courts 

at Salem Willows and on the basket-

ball court at Pickman Park. The total 

cost of both of these projects was ap-

proximately $12,000 and was paid for 

by the City. The work at Pickman 

Park was covered by capital improve-

ment funding and the Willows tennis 

courts were improved using revenues 

generated from the parking meters 

at Salem Willows.

An Environmental Protection Agency 

(EPA) Assessment Grant and Clean -

Up Grant helped fund site clean -up 

and a DCR Urban Self -Help Grant 

funded park development. The total 

cost of the project was $750,000.  

Salem residents played key roles in 

the design and construction of these 

two projects: Salem resident Michael 

Blier of Landworks Studio designed 

the 15 Peabody Street Park; Salem 

marine contractors, 

North Shore Marine 

constructed the ma-

jority of the South 

River Harborwalk 

and performed all 

the marine infra-

structure repairs to 

the bulkhead wall 

and granite seawall; 

and Salem resident 

Susan St. Pierre of 

Vine Associates was instrumental in 

the planning and permitting stage of 

the both the Harborwalk and the 

Park.  

We are excited about this new project 

and looking forward to connecting 

the downtown to the South River.  

The project was funded by a 

$1,336,000 grant from the Governorõs 

Seaport Advisory Council. The grant 

required a 20% local match, which 

the City covered using Community 

Development Block Grant Funding.  

Along with the opening of the Har-

borwalk, the City will also be cele-

brating the opening of a new water-

front park at 15 Peabody Street. The 

new park is a former Brownfield Site 

that the City 

acquired by 

tax default. 

The Peabody 

Street park 

includes a col-

orful rubber 

surfaced play-

ground area, 

game tables, 

benches, light-

ing. A cement 

seating wall, running throughout the 

park, is decorated with art tiles 

painted by local children at the Sa-

lem YMCA, Boys and Girls Club, and 

Gables Settlement. A canopy wall is 

also on site for outdoor entertain-

ment.  

A grand opening of the South River 

Harborwalk and Peabody Street 

Park is scheduled for Thursday, July 

15 at 3 p.m. to celebrate the projectsõ 

completion. The event is open to the 

public.  

Mayor Driscoll and Lt. Governor 

Timothy Murray will be presiding 

over the festivities, which will in-

clude the unveiling of a Ceremonial 

Community Wreath, art displays by 

local artists and live entertainment.  

The South River Harborwalk, which 

covers 1,200 feet of the western and 

southern banks of the South River 

Basin, includes a small public plaza 

at the Derby Street Entrance that 

functions as a gateway from down-

town into the Harborwalk. Other 

amenities include the installation of 

benches, lighting, solar powered 

trash receptacles, landscaping, a 

shipõs mast flagpole, and three inter-

pretive signs discussing the history 

of the South River as a former tidal 

estuary to Salem Harbor that was 

filled during the 18 th  and 19 th  centu-

ries. Infrastructure repairs were also 

made to the existing seawall.

Salem named Tree City USA for eighth year  

The Fiscal Year 2011 budget was ap-

proved by the City Council last month. 

Despite cuts to local aid and a tough eco-

nomic climate, the FY11 budget is bal-

anced, preserves jobs and, in some cases 

enhances services the City provides to 

residents.  

After close to a dozen meetings with union 

officials, the Teachers and AFSCME Bar-

gaining Units agreed to make changes to 

their health insurance plan design which 

will increase co -pays from $5 and ulti-

mately save the City over $1 million if all 

employees agree to the changes. The re-

maining unions are expected to take this 

matter up in the coming weeks.  

Thanks to this collaboration between the 

City and municipal employees, the City 

will be able to continue to provide the 

vital services the residents of Salem ex-

pect and deserve. This new health plan 

also brings the City of Salemõs insurance 

benefits more in line with the State 

Group Insurance Commission (GIC) 

plans which are more affordable for both 

the City and employees.  

Along with the savings in health care, 

the recently adopted local option meals 

and hotel taxes. These new revenues, 

combined with additional operational 

efficiencies, have allowed the City to 

balance our budget in a way that sup-

ports important priorities like keeping 

class sizes low, enhancing public safety 

and investing in capital needs.  

Highlights from the FY11 budget in-

clude: A $1.6 million increase in funding 

to Salemõs schools that will keep class 

sizes modest and continue innovative 

programs and strategic planning efforts; 

an equivalent of five additional Police 

Officers on patrol, thanks to an alterna-

tive staffing plan of hiring civilian dis-

patchers; $600,000 reserve funding, 

which will allow the City to offset re-

duced revenue in the future while also 

providing an opportunity this year to 

offset property tax increases to residents; 

an increase in the Cityõs commitment to 

support the promotion of Salem as a 

tourist destination..
