Design Benefits of Plan that 
Minimize and Mitigate Adverse 
Effects
 Historic post-fire Rectory (1917) and School 

(1920) buildings will remain.

 Revitalizes important gateway parcel 

 Eliminates asphalt parking lot in entrance 
corridor

 New masonry building that keeps street wall 
and adds new retail

 New landscaping, including re-use of church’s 
granite steps at back courtyard



Economic and Community Benefits 
of Plan that Minimize and Mitigate
Adverse Effects
 $20 million investment in the City and Point Neighborhood

 Revitalizes neighborhood and catalyzes additional 
improvements

 51 new units of affordable housing

 4400 square feet of neighborhood retail

 100 construction jobs + 5 permanent jobs

 $1 million state grant for Lafayette Street traffic and 
streetscape improvements

 Eliminates vacant and obsolete buildings, improving 
neighborhood safety for businesses and residents

 Reestablishes community meeting space that had been 
provided in the former church
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Additional Notes on Church 
Retrofit

 St. Aidan, Brookline; first church adapted as 
housing by POUA.  Feasible only because it 
was a Tudor-style structure that was more 
easily adaptable, was located in a very 
competitive market (median condo price 
$1m), and was initiated at height of market 
in 2005-2006

 St. Jean Batiste, Lynn; demolished church for 
apartments, widely recognized as successful 
infill development
