The City of Salem, on behalf of the Town of Swampscott, is soliciting bid prices from interested vendors to furnish and install two standby generators with automatic switches and enclosures.  The generators are to be located at two separate locations in the Town of Swampscott.  Payment for the generators and all work associated with this solicitation is to be paid by the Town of Swampscott.  The administration of this solicitation will be managed by the City of Salem.  

Conditions
· This Bid request is solicited to the General Public and a contract will be awarded pursuant to the rules set forth in Chapter 30, 39M of the Massachusetts General Laws and subject to the approval by the Mayor of Salem, Mass. 
· The envelope containing the bid and required information must be sealed and marked with bidder's name, description of bid, bid number and date of opening. The Bidder must sign the bottom of the Bid Cover Sheet, as well as the attached Bid/Quote Forms, if any.  

· At the time and place fixed for opening of quotations, the City will cause to be opened and publicly read aloud, every quote received within the time set for receiving quotes, irrespective of any irregularities therein.  Any persons properly interested may be present, in person or by representative.
· A bidder may correct, modify, or withdraw a bid by sealed, written notice clearly marked as a correction, modification, or withdrawal and received in the Office of the Salem Purchasing Agent prior to the time and date set for the bid opening.
· Any questions regarding any aspect of the Bid must be communicated in writing to the Purchasing Department.  It is in the bidder’s best interest to address these questions in writing as soon as possible to allow for a complete response by the City. The Contract will be awarded within 30 days of the date of the bid opening to the lowest and most responsible bidder.

Each bid must be accompanied by a Certified Check, Cashier's Check, Postal Money Order or a Bid Bond in the amount of five percent (5%) of the total net bid, payable to the City of Salem.  The selected vendor’s check will be forfeited as liquidated damages in the case that the selected vendor fails or refuses to sign a contract for the solicited services within Ten (10) business days after selected vendor receives Notice of Intent to Award.

All bidders must sign attestation clause regarding Massachusetts State tax returns and Certificate of Non-Collusion and submit it with their Bid. Failure to sign or submit the Non-Collusion Certificate with the bid will be cause for that bid to be rejected.

There must be no assignments to third parties unless expressly agreed to in writing by the City of Salem.

 Insurance Coverage: 
General - The Successful Bidder shall before commencing performance of the Contract be responsible for providing and maintaining insurance coverage in force for the life of the Contract of the kind and in adequate amounts to secure all of the obligations under the Contract and with insurance companies licensed to write insurance in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.  All such insurance carried shall not be less than the kinds and amounts designated herein, and the Successful Bidder agrees that the stipulation herein of the kinds and limits of coverage shall in no way limit the liability of the Successful Bidder to any such kinds and amounts of insurance coverage.  All policies issued shall indemnify and save harmless the City of Salem, its agents and employees from any and all claims for damages to persons or property as may arise out of the performance of this Contract. 

Failure to provide and continue in force such insurance as aforesaid shall be deemed a material breach of this Contract, and may constitute sufficient grounds for immediate termination of the same.  All insurance maintained as provided for in the above shall be taken out and maintained at the sole expense of the Successful Bidder. Proof of such insurance shall be delivered to the Purchasing Agent within Five (5) days from the date of the Notice of Intent to Award.
No cancellations of such insurance, whether by the insurer or by the insured party shall be valid unless written notice thereof is given by the parties proposing cancellation to the other party and to the City of Salem at least fifteen- (15) days prior to the intended effective date thereof, which date shall be expressed in said notice, which shall be sent by registered mail, return receipt requested.  These provisions shall apply to the legal representatives, trustee in bankruptcy, receiver, assignee, trustee, and the successor in interest of the Successful Bidder.

Successful Bidder's Comprehensive General Public Liability and Property Damage Liability Insurance - The Successful Bidder shall carry Comprehensive General Liability Insurance providing for a limit of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injury to or death of one person, and subject to that limit for each person, a total limit of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injuries or death of two or more persons in any one accident;  and Successful Bidder's  Comprehensive Property Damage Liability Insurance providing for a limit of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars  ($500,000) for all damages arising out of injury to or destruction of property in any one accident, and subject to that limit per accident, a total ( or aggregate ) limit or not less than One Million Dollars ( $1,000,000.00 ) for all damages arising out of injury to or destruction of property during the policy period.

Successful Bidder shall carry Workman's Compensation Insurance as prescribed under Massachusetts Law.

All insurance coverage shall be placed with such company as may be acceptable to the City of Salem and shall constitute a material part of the Contract documents.

Comprehensive Automotive Liability and Property Damage Insurance- 

The Successful Bidder shall carry comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance covering all owned vehicles, hired vehicles or non-owned vehicles under the control of the Successful Bidder while performing work under this Contract in the amount of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000) for all damages arising out of bodily injuries to or death of one person and subject to that limit for each person, a total of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injuries to or death of two or more persons in any one accident;  and Property Damage coverage in the amount of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000) for all damages arising out of injury to or destruction of property.

Minimum Wage Rates - The work is subject to MA Prevailing Wage Rates.  Attached copies of Prevailing Wage Rates and the Statement of Compliance from Mass. Dept. of Labor and Industries shall apply to the labor required to perform the work.  Those rates must be reviewed and complied with. Certified Weekly Payroll documents shall be sent to the Purchasing Agent, 120 Washington Street, 3rd Floor, Salem, MA 01970. They shall be sent Three (3) business days after the close of the previous workweek. Hiring preference shall be given to Veterans and Legal Residents of Massachusetts.

The selected vendor shall provide a payment bond, to the City of Salem’s Purchasing Agent, within Five (5) business days after receiving a Notice of Intent to Award.  The payment bonds shall be in amounts equal to 50% of the contract amount, and shall be by a surety company qualified and licensed to do business under the laws of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts and satisfactory to the Awarding Authority.

The Bidder agrees by submitting a bid to indemnify, save harmless, and defend the City of Salem and Town of Swampscott from and against any and all liabilities, claims, penalties, forfeitures, suits, and the costs and expenses incident thereto (including costs of defense, settlement, and reasonable attorneys fees), which it may hereafter incur, become responsible for, or pay out as a result of death or bodily injuries to any person, destruction or damage to any property, contamination of or adverse effects on the environment, or any violation of governmental laws, regulation, or orders caused, in whole or in part, by the Bidder’s employees, or it's agents or servants, in the performance of this Contract.

Statement of Work.   Except as otherwise specifically stated in the contract documents and Technical Specifications, the selected vendor shall secure, at its own expense, all necessary permits and licenses and comply with all municipal and state codes and regulations. And provide and pay for all materials, equipment, labor, tools, temporary construction of every nature, charges, levies, fees, or other expenses incurred and all other services and facilities of every nature whatsoever for his performance of the Contract within the specified time, and required for this project. The selected vendor must provide all materials and equipment free of any lien, claim or encumbrance.

Termination of Contract
a. For Cause



If the selected vendor is adjudged a bankrupt, or if he makes a general assignment for the benefit of his creditors, or if a receiver is appointed on account of his insolvency, or if he persistently or repeatedly refuses or fails, except in cases for which extension of time is provided, to supply enough properly skilled workmen or proper materials, or if he/she fails to make prompt payment to sub-contractors or for materials or labor, or persistently disregards laws, ordinances, rules, regulations, or orders of any public authority having jurisdiction, or otherwise is guilty of a substantial violation of a provision of the Contract Documents, then the City, by written notice to the selected vendor, may terminate the selected vendor’s right to proceed with the work.  Upon such termination, the City may either request the Contractor’s surety to complete the contract or may itself take over the work and prosecute the same to completion, by contract or otherwise, and the successful bidder and his/her sureties shall be liable to the City for any additional cost incurred by the City in its completion of the work and they shall also be liable to the City for liquidated damages for any delay in the completion of the work as provided below.  If the selected vendor’s right to proceed is terminated, the City may take possession of and utilize in completing the work such materials, tools, equipment, and plant as may be on the site of the work and necessary therefore.

b. For Convenience

The Owner may terminate this Contract for its convenience, in which event the Contractor shall be compensated for its costs of providing labor and materials on the Project, including reasonable costs of de-mobilization, calculated on a percent completion basis covering the period of time between the last periodic payment and the date of termination. The foregoing compensation shall be considered to fully compensate the Contractor for all its claims and expenses and those of its consultants, subcontractors, and suppliers, directly or indirectly attributable to the termination, and Contractor and its subcontractors shall not be entitled to lost profits.

The City of Salem reserves the right to reject any and all bids if it is in the best interest of the public to do so.

The Performance Period to furnish and install the two back-up generators, as well as meeting the requirements of all other specifications, is thirty (30) Calendar days from the date of the Notice to Proceed.  Work must begin within ten (10) days from the date of the Notice to Proceed.

A list of three (3) references shall be provided for projects of equal or greater value within the past two years.  Reference information shall contain, but may not be limited to, a contact name, phone number, email address, location of the project and contract price.

The Contractor warrants to the Owner that all materials and equipment furnished under this Contract will be new and of recent manufacture unless otherwise permitted in writing by the Owner and that all Work will be of good quality, free from faults and defects and in conformance with the Contract Documents.  All Work not conforming to these requirements, including substitutions not properly approved and authorized, may be considered defective and, promptly after written notification of non-conformance, shall be repaired or replaced by the Contractor with Work conforming to such requirements. 11-01 Scope of Work & Specifications
Part 1 – General 

A. Furnish two standby generator sets complete with weatherproof enclosures and sub systems as specified herein.  The generators shall be located and as follows:

1. Fire Station (located at 76 Burril Street, Swampscott, MA 01907)

· 45 kw (Minimum),diesel fueled 240V, 3Ø, 3 wire.

· Connected loads:

· 20% maximum allowable voltages dip at rated load.

2. Police Station (located at 86 Burril Street, Swampscott, MA 01907)

· 8 kw (Minimum), LP gas fueled, 120/240, 1Ø, 4 wire.

· Connected loads.

· 20% maximum allowable voltages dip at rated load.

B. The specified units are the minimum required.  

C. Standby power generator system work is indicated by these specifications and shall include provision of all materials, and incidentals required to provide the standby power generator system.  Including, but not limited to furnishing the:

1. Engine/generator set.

2. Transfer switch.

3. Batteries.

4. Battery charger.

5. Exhaust system.

6. Weatherproof enclosure.

RELATED DOCUMENTS

A. Automatic Transfer Switches
B. The Swampscott Fire Station located at 76 Burrill Street has an existing automatic transfer switch (Kohler Model KSS-DCTA-0200S, Serial # K2167741; 200A 3 Phase 4 Wire with 2 wire generator start).  The municipality will be seeking bid prices for a generator unit which will either utilize the existing automatic transfer switch or, as an alternate price, provide a new model.
C. The Swampscott Police Station located at 86 Burrill Street does not currently have an automatic transfer switch located at the station.  The municipality seeks pricing for a brand new switch at this location.  
QUALITY ASSURANCE

A. Reference Standards.  


1. Massachusetts Electrical Code (MEC) Compliance.  MEC Article 700.

2. American National Standards Institute National Electrical Manufacturers Association (ANSI/NEMA) Compliance.   ANSI/NEMA MG 1.

3. Institute of Electrical and Electronic Engineers (IEEE) Compliance.  IEEE Standard.

B. Qualifications

1. Winco and Winpower regularly engaged in manufacture of engine driven standby generator systems of types, ratings, and characteristics required, whose products have been in satisfactory use in similar service for not less than 10 years.

C. System Responsibility

1. The engine generator set and accessories described herein shall be furnished by who shall be responsible for the performance of the equipment being specified in this specification in its entirety.  

2. Field Test.  The complete installation shall be tested for compliance with the specifications following completion of site work.  Testing shall be conducted by a representative of the supplier in the presence of Town representatives. Upon completion of the installation of this unit, a test run for three hours shall be conducted by equipment manufacturer’s factory trained servicemen.  At this time, adjustments shall be made for correct operation of the equipment.  The tests to be conducted on site with representatives from the Town in attendance shall be as follows:

a) Cold Start Test.  Perform a cold start test on the generator using the generator's actual load as a test load.  A power failure shall be simulated by opening the normal power disconnects and the following information shall be recorded.

1. Time delay on start.

2. Time required to reach full to speed.

3. Voltage and frequency overshoot.

4. Time to achieve steady state.

5. Voltage, frequency, and amps at standby state.

6. Oil pressure, water temperature, and battery charge rate at 5 minute intervals for the first 15 minutes and at 15 minute intervals thereafter for 2 hours.

7. Time delay on retransfer after return of normal power.

8. Cool down time delay.

b) Load Test.  Immediately after cooling time from cold start test, perform a one step load test.  Record the same data as in the cold start test except for time delays on transfer and retransfer.

c) Safety Shutdowns.  Test all the generator safety shutdowns.

d) Field Test Report.  Certified copies of the field test procedures and results shall be forwarded to the Owner's Representative.
GUARANTEE

A. The manufacturer shall warrant the equipment specified herein against defects in the design, material and workmanship for a period of 1 year from the time of final acceptance but not more than 15 months from the date of delivery. The warranty shall provide for replacement and/or repair of faulty or defective components at no cost to the Owner during the warranty period.  . 

B. The manufacturer shall warrant the full operation of the unit at the rated loads with the specified maximum voltage dip of 20%.

SUBMITTALS IN ADDITION TO BID FORM

A. Furnish manufacturer's product data, and materials certifications in the bid package and other required forms and information

1. Submit a list of materials giving quantities, manufacturer's name, and catalog numbers.

2. Submit manufacturer's technical product data sheets on all equipment to be furnished.

3. Submit drawings which show dimensional layouts of the engine/generator set and its spatial relationship to associated equipment.

4. Submit wiring diagrams for the engine/generator set and transfer switch showing connections to feeders, and accessory equipment

PART 2 - PRODUCTS 

MATERIALS

A. General

1. Provide one 45 KW and one 8 KW LP fueled engine/generator sets for standby service

2. Each unit shall be capable of producing the minimum kilowatts (kW) specified at 0.8 power factor for continuous standby operation.  In addition, the engine/generator set shall have a minimum motor starting capability of 500 kilovolt amperes (kVA) with no more than 20 percent RMS voltage dip as measured during the fourth complete cycle following the application of the load.  These ratings shall be met after application of all applicable demand factors for operation at 1,000 feet above sea level and in an ambient temperature of 120 F.  Maximum and –20 F. minimum.

3. The operation of the unit shall be automatic and upon the closing of a remote starting contact in the automatic transfer switch, start the engine and attain rated voltage and frequency within ten (10) seconds.  All necessary accessories shall be provided to assure starting within the time described above under the ambient condition.

B. Engine.

1. The engine shall be industrial type, full compression, engine for use with diesel/LP gas.  The engine speed shall not exceed specified rpm at normal full load operation and shall be certified by the manufacturer as capable of developing sufficient brake horsepower at this speed to drive the generator under the connected loads and environmental conditions on a continuous standby basis.  All moving parts shall be properly guarded.  

2. Governor.  The engine shall be equipped with a fully enclosed electronic speed sensing isochronous governor, capable of providing accurate speed control.  Frequency regulation shall be within +0.5 percent of rated frequency during steady state conditions and frequency dip during full load application shall not be greater than 10 percent.

3. Starting System.  Furnish an electric starting motor with starter solenoid switch for operation at 24 volts dc.  

4. Engine Fuel System.  The engine fuel system shall include all equipment normally supplied and recommended by the generator set manufacturer for standby generator service.  The engine fuel system shall include (but not limited to the following):

a) Gas fuel solenoid valve.

b) Gas regulator.

c) Flexible fuel connector.

5. Air Cleaners.  One or more engine mounted, replaceable element, dry type air cleaners of sufficient capacity to protect working parts of the engine from dust and grit shall be provided.

6. Lubrication System.  Lubricating oil shall be supplied by a positive displacement, mechanical, lubricating oil pump and lube oil system.  Full flow, replaceable element, oil filters, liquid cooled oil cooler, and dip stick oil level indicator shall also be provided.  

C. Engine Cooling System. 

1. 45kw Radiator.  The engine shall be furnished with a unit mounted radiator and sufficient capacity to keep the engine within normal operating temperature when running at full load on a continuous standby basis.  The radiator shall be provided with a duct adapter flange to allow the attachment of an air discharge duct.

2.  kw Coolant.  The engine coolant system shall be filled with a 50 percent solution of antifreeze and water.

3. 45kw Coolant Heater.  The engine shall be furnished with a coolant heating system.  The heating element shall be 120 volt, single phase, 60 hertz, and shall be of sufficient wattage to maintain the specified coolant temperature.  A thermostat shall control the temperature of the coolant as required.  The heater shall be mounted on the engine and shall be disconnected when the engine starts by an oil pressure switch mounted on the engine.

4. 8 kw shall be air cooled with no Coolant Heater

D. Safety Switches.

1. Safety switches shall be provided on the engine to initiate the following alarms and engine shutdowns:

a) Low oil pressure shutdown.

b) High coolant temperature shutdown.

c) Over speed shutdown.

d) Over crank lockout.

E. Generator.

1. The generators shall be revolving field type, 4 pole, brushless type exciter with drip proof construction, single bearing, self‑aligning, continuous duty salient pole, synchronous unit.  The insulation shall be NEMA Class H.  The generator shall be rated for specified phase, 60 hertz operation and voltage as indicated in par. 1.01-A.  The generator shall be directly connected to the engine through a flexible coupling.

2. Exciter.  The generator shall have a brushless rotating exciter with a  temperature compensated, solid state full wave rectifier.

3. Voltage Regulator.  The voltage regulator shall be solid state and shall provide no load to full load regulation within +0.5 percent at rated voltage during steady state conditions.

F. Controls.

1. General.  The engine/generator control shall be mounted on the generator end of the set, shall be a rigid metal enclosed structure.  The panel shall be furnished with the necessary fuses, transformers, and other accessories required for the following equipment.

a)  45kw only Engine oil pressure gauge.

b) 45kw only Coolant temperature gauge.

c) 8 kW /45 kW Engine hour meter.

d) 45 kW Voltmeter, selector switch, and potential transformers.

e) 45 kw Ammeter, 

f) 45 kW Frequency meter.

g) Low engine oil pressure shutdown 

h) High coolant temperature shutdown 

i) Generator output circuit breaker.  Size as required to match existing electrical distribution.

j) Automatic start‑stop cranking controls.

G. Mounting

1. The engine/generator set shall be mounted on a suitable structural steel base capable of maintaining proper alignment between components during shipment, installation, and operation.  Provide spring type vibration isolators with rubber backing between the structural steel base and its foundation.  The vibration isolators shall provide a minimum of 90 percent isolation.

H. Battery System

1. Batteries shall be pocket plate nickel cadmium or lead plante storage with sufficient capacity to crank the engine for at least 45 seconds at firing speed in the ambient temperatures specified and with capacity for starting the engine a minimum of three times.  Provide suitable unit mounted rack for battery mounting and battery cables of adequate size to prevent voltage drop problems during cranking cycle.  Batteries shall be heavy duty rated at 225 amp/hour.

2. Battery Charger.  Provide a fully automatic solid state battery charger with automatic alternating current (ac) line voltage compensation, and dc voltage regulation

I. Exhaust System

1. The exhaust silencer shall be of multi chambered construction and shall provide critical silencing suitable for residential installation.

J. Weather Proof Metal Enclosure 

1. A soundproof weather protective and weatherproof enclosure shall be furnished with the engine generator by the engine generator supplier.  The housing shall steel construction enclose the complete unit and all related equipment (e.g., batter, battery charger, engine controls and panel, etc.).  All components shall be pre-wired and piped within the enclosure by the engine generator supplier.  The enclosure is to be in compliance with the National Electrical Code (NEC), and the National Fire Protection Association (NFPA) (NFPA 37 and NFPA 100).

2. Weatherproof enclosure shall consist of a roof, two sidewalls, and two end walls of repainted, maintenance-free n. 

3. Roof:

a) One piece steel construction roof panel extruded side and end rails Corner.

b) Roof steel construction reinforced to carry required muffler load.

c) Engine exhaust hole(s) with rain collar(s) shipped loose unless otherwise specified.

4. Access doors:  repainted steel construction reinforced for rigidity, and including locking hardware.

5. Door frames: steel construction Welded frame consisting of extruded to side panels.

6. Louvers:  steel construction punched louvers as dictated by engine air flow.  Fixed louver will be of all steel construction and hinged to a steel frame incorporating an internal locking pin for security.  Punched louvers will be punched in door and wall panels as required.
