Bid Conditions, Specifications and Requirements & Conditions for:

RESURFACING OF CITY STREETS
This bid request is solicited to the general public and a contract will be awarded pursuant to the rules set forth in Chapter 30, Section 39M of the Massachusetts General Laws, and subject to approval of the Mayor of the City of Salem, Massachusetts. 
2.   The envelope containing the bid and required information must be sealed and marked with bidder's name, description of bid, bid number and date of opening. The Bidder must sign the bottom of the Bid Cover Sheet, as well as the attached Bid Form, if any. 

3.   All bidders must sign attestation clause regarding Massachusetts State tax returns and certificate of non-collusion and submit it with their Bid.

4.   A bidder may correct, modify, or withdraw a bid by sealed, written notice clearly marked as a correction, modification, or withdrawal and received in the Office of the Salem Purchasing Agent prior to the time and date set for the bid opening.

5.   Additional contract conditions and requirements applicable to the procurement are incorporated in Exhibit A, attached hereto.

6.   Failure to respond to this bid, either with prices or by returning a "no bid" response, will result in the bidder not automatically receiving bid materials for any future solicitations of this nature.

7.   Bid quotations must be made on the Bid Form and show the net delivered cost to the City of Salem on the front of the Cover Sheet.  

8.   Each bid must be accompanied by a Certified Check, Cashier's Check, Postal Money Order or a Bid Bond in the amount of five percent (5%) of the total amount bid, payable to the City of Salem.  The Successful Bidder’s check will be forfeited as liquidated damages in the case that the Successful Bidder fails or refuses to sign a contract for the solicited goods and services within Ten (10) business days after the Successful Bidder receives Notice of Award. At the time of contract award, the successful bidder shall present to the Purchasing Agent, a 50% Payment Bond issued by a company licensed by the Massachusetts Division of Insurance.
9.   At the time and place fixed for opening of bids, the City will cause to be opened and publicly read aloud every bid received within the time set for receiving bids, irrespective of any irregularities therein.  Bidders and other persons properly interested may be present, in person or by representative.

10. All material, equipment and labor is FOB City of Salem, Mass.

11. 
Payment shall be made for Goods and Services received and accepted Thirty (30) days after receipt of a reasonably detailed invoice.

12.   The contract will be awarded within 30 days of the date of the bid opening to the responsive and responsible bidder with the lowest Bid Total.

13.      Information accompanying any item on this bid which references a supplier's catalog part or order number, or gives a trade name or a brand name, or which may be reasonably implied from the descriptions thereof, was furnished by the City in order to establish their standard for quality and or performance of the product and not to limit participation by any bidder. The Purchasing Agent, as Chief Procurement Officer, finds that for said items there are a sufficient number of suppliers in the marketplace, such that a suitable number of competitive prices can be obtained as a result of this bid, not withstanding the specifications which may be read as proprietary in nature.

14.
The Bid package must be delivered or sent and received at Office of the Purchasing Agent, 120 Washington Street, 3rd floor, Salem MA 01970 prior to the time and date of bid opening.  

15.
All Bids shall be complete, factual, and signed by an authorized officer of the Bidder’s company on both the cover page and the attached Bid Form (if any).  The Purchasing Agent may reject any bid, which is not properly signed, according to prescribed form, incomplete, or otherwise contrary to instructions.

16.
The Bidder must fill in all unit prices and provide all the information requested in this bid.  

17.
All information provided by the Bidder must be typewritten.

18.
Any questions regarding any aspect of the Bid must be communicated in writing to the Purchasing Department.  It is in the bidder’s best interest to address these questions in writing as soon as possible to allow for a complete response by the City.  All questions must be received at the Purchasing Agent’s office no later than Seven (7) days prior to bid opening. All written responses to questions will be forwarded to all bidders of record who had received the request for bids. 

19.
Any goods or services proposed other than what is specified must be at least equal in function, quality, durability, ease of use, and performance. Any function of feature specified cannot be omitted, unless the Bidder expressly states why the proposed function or feature operates in a manner that serves the functions and objectives set forth in the specifications equally well. In such cases, the Bidder must explicitly state the function or feature that is omitted. The City of Salem shall be the sole judge of whether the goods or services proposed by the Bidder meets the specification of this Bid.

20.
There must be no assignments to third parties unless expressly agreed to in writing by the City of Salem

21.
The City of Salem is exempt from all taxes.

22. The specifications, terms, conditions, and detailed requirements will become part of any contract that results from this bid request.

23. The City of Salem reserves the right to observe a demonstration of the successful bidder’s water meter before any award is made. 

24.   Insurance Coverage: 

General - The Successful Bidder shall before commencing performance of the Contract shall be responsible for providing and maintaining insurance coverage in force for the life of the Contract of the kind and in adequate amounts to secure all of the obligations under the Contract and with insurance companies licensed to write insurance in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.  All such insurance carried shall not be less than the kinds and amounts designated herein, and the Successful Bidder agrees that the stipulation herein of the kinds and limits of coverage shall in no way limit the liability of the Successful Bidder to any such kinds and amounts of insurance coverage.  All policies issued shall indemnify and save harmless the City of Salem, its agents and employees from any and all claims for damages to persons or property as may arise out of the performance of this Contract. 

Failure to provide and continue in force such insurance as aforesaid shall be deemed a material breach of this Contract, and may constitute sufficient grounds for immediate termination of the same.  All insurance maintained as provided for in the above shall be taken out and maintained at the sole expense of the Successful Bidder. Proof of such insurance shall be delivered to the Purchasing Agent within Five (5) days from the date of the Notice of Award.

No cancellations of such insurance, whether by the insurer or by the insured party shall be valid unless written notice thereof is given by the parties proposing cancellation to the other party and to the City of Salem at least fifteen- (15) days prior to the intended effective date thereof, which date shall be expressed in said notice, which shall be sent by registered mail, return receipt requested.  These provisions shall apply to the legal representatives, trustee in bankruptcy, receiver, assignee, trustee, and the successor in interest of the Successful Bidder.

Successful Bidder's Comprehensive General Public Liability and Property Damage Liability Insurance - The Successful Bidder shall carry Comprehensive General Liability Insurance providing for a limit of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injury to or death of one person, and subject to that limit for each person, a total limit of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injuries or death of two or more persons in any one accident;  and Successful Bidder's  Comprehensive Property Damage Liability Insurance providing for a limit of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ( $1,000,000.00 ) for all damages arising out of injury to or destruction of property in any one accident, and subject to that limit per accident, a total ( or aggregate ) limit or not less than One Million Dollars ( $1,000,000.00 ) for all damages arising out of injury to or destruction of property during the policy period.

The Successful Bidder shall carry Workman's Compensation Insurance as prescribed under Massachusetts Law.

All insurance coverage shall be placed with such company as may be acceptable to the City of Salem and shall constitute a material part of the Contract documents.

Comprehensive Automotive Liability and Property Damage Insurance- 

The Successful Bidder shall carry comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance covering all owned vehicles, hired vehicles or non-owned vehicles under the control of the Successful Bidder while performing work under this Contract in the amount of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injuries to or death of one person and subject to that limit for each person, a total of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injuries to or death of two or more persons in any one accident;  and Property Damage coverage in the amount of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ( $1,000,000.00 ) for all damages arising out of injury to or destruction of property. 

25.    
The Bidder agrees by submitting a bid to indemnify, save harmless, and defend the City from and against any and all liabilities, claims, penalties, forfeitures, suits, and the costs and expenses incident thereto (including costs of defense, settlement, and reasonable attorneys fees), which it may hereafter incur, become responsible for, or pay out as a result of death or bodily injuries to any person, destruction or damage to any property, contamination of or adverse effects on the environment, or any violation of governmental laws, regulation, or orders caused, in whole or in part, by the Bidder’s employees, or it's agents or servants, in the performance of this Contract.

26.
Decisions of the Awarding Authority on interpretation of specifications, approval of equipment, material or any other approval, or progress of the work, shall be made promptly and no later than thirty days after the written submission for decision; but if such decision requires extended investigation and study, the awarding authority, architect or engineer shall within thirty days after the receipt of the submission, give the party making the submission written notice of the reasons why the decision cannot be made within the thirty day period and the date by which the decision will be made.

27.
Subcontractors.   


a.
The Successful Bidder shall not hire any subcontractor without the written approval of the City's Purchasing Agent.


b.
The Successful Bidder shall be fully responsible to the City for the acts and omissions of his subcontractor, and of persons either directly or indirectly employed by them, as he is for the acts and omissions of persons directly employed by him.


c.
Nothing contained in the contract shall create any contractual relation between any subcontractor and the City of Salem.


d.
The Successful Bidder shall cause appropriate provision to be inserted in all subcontracts relative to the work to require compliance by each subcontractor with the application provisions of the Contract for the improvements embraced in the site preparation.

28.
Federal & State Laws.   The bidder's attention is directed to the fact that all applicable Federal and State Laws and applicable Municipal Ordinances, and the rules and regulations of all authorities having jurisdiction over construction of the contract shall apply to the Contract throughout, and they will be deemed to be included in the Contract the same as though herein written out in full. 

29.
Interpretations.   Any questions regarding the contract documents shall be referred to the Purchasing Agent in writing at least five working days prior to the date and time for receipt of bids.  All answers and interpretations and any changes to the documents will be issued in the form of addenda from the Purchasing Office to all bidders of record and the addenda shall become part of the contract documents.  No other form of communication in this regard will be considered legal and binding.

30.   
Statement of Work.   Except as otherwise specifically stated in the contract documents and Technical Specifications, the Successful Bidder shall secure, at its own expense, all necessary permits and licenses and comply with all city and state codes and regulations. And provide and pay for all materials, equipment, labor, tools, temporary construction of every nature, charges, levies, fees, or other expenses incurred and all other services and facilities of every nature whatsoever for his performance of the Contract within the specified time, and required for this project. The Successful Bidder must provide all materials and equipment free of any lien, claim or encumbrance.

31.
Termination of Contract

a. If the Successful Bidder is adjudged bankrupt, or if he/she makes a general assignment for the benefit of his creditors, or if a receiver is appointed on account of his insolvency, or if he persistently or repeatedly refuses or fails, except in cases for which extension of time is provided, to supply enough properly skilled workmen or proper materials, or if he/she fails to make prompt payment to subcontractor or for materials or labor, or persistently disregards laws, ordinances, rules, regulations, or orders of any public authority having jurisdiction, or otherwise is guilty of a substantial violation of a provision of the Contract Documents, then the City, by written notice to the Successful Bidder, may terminate the Successful Bidder’s right to proceed with the work.  Upon such termination, the City may take over the work and prosecute the same to completion, by contract or otherwise, and the Successful Bidder and his/her sureties shall be liable to the City for any additional cost incurred by the City in its completion of the work and they shall also be liable to the City for liquidated damages for any delay in the completion of the work as provided below.  If the Successful Bidder’s right to proceed is terminated, the City may take possession of and utilize in completing the work such materials, tools, equipment, and plant as may be on the site of the work and necessary therefore.

32. Performance Period: This will be a one year contract, with the City of Salem having the sole option to renew the contract for an additional two years, in one year increments.

TECHNICAL SPECIFICATIONS 


RESURFACING OF CITY STREETS

I.
SCOPE OF THE WORK

Work under this contract consists of excavating bituminous concrete by cold planer where directed, random crack sealing by fiber reinforced method and the furnishing and installing of Class I bituminous concrete pavement, Type I-1 (Top Course), 3/8" stone “State Top”.  Some streets may require “State Modified Top,” which shall be supplied as directed at no extra cost.  All work shall conform to the Massachusetts Highway Department Standard Specifications for Highways and Bridges, latest edition, unless otherwise specified herein. This contract is a one year term with two (2) one year extensions at the discretion of the City of Salem.  Pricing will remain the same throughout the term of the contract including extensions of each additional one-year term.  

II.
PAYMENT & PROCEDURE
A.
CRACK SEALER, FIBER REINFORCED ASPHALT CEMENT:

1.
Payment: Shall be made by the gallon and shall be full compensation for the furnishing of all plant, labor, equipment, and materials necessary to perform all operations in connection with the cleaning and sealing of construction and random cracks in bituminous concrete pavements.  Payment shall include vegetation removal and sterilization of cracks where necessary and as specified herein.

2.
Procedure: Crack Sealer material shall be an asphalt-fiber compound designed especially for improving strength and performance of the parent asphalt sealant.

a. Asphalt Sealant shall be AC-10 or AC-20 with a penetration of 75-100.

b.
Fiber reinforcing materials shall be short-length polyester fibers having the following properties:

c.
The Asphalt-Fiber compound shall be mixed at a rate of 6-8% fiber weight to weight of asphalt cement.  This compound having the same chemical base provides compatibility and exhibits excellent bond strengths.  The fiber functions to re-distribute high stress and strain concentrations that are imposed on the sealant by thermal sources, traffic loading, etc.

d.
Equipment used in the performance of the work required by this section of the specifications shall be subject to the approval of the engineer and maintained in a satisfactory working condition at all times.

Air Compressors shall be portable and capable of furnishing not less than 100 cubic feet of air per minute at not less than 90 lbs. per square inch pressure at the nozzle.  The compressor shall be equipped with traps that will maintain the compressed air free of oil and water.

Manually operated gas powered air-broom or self-propelled sweeper designed especially for use in cleaning highway and airfield pavements shall be used to remove debris, dirt, and dust from the cracks.

Hand tools shall consist of brooms, shovels, metal bars with chisel shaped ends, and any other tools which may be satisfactorily used to accomplish this work.

The melting kettle or unit used to melt the joint sealing compound shall be double boiler, indirect fired type.  The space between the inner and the outer shells shall be filled with a suitable heat transfer oil or substitute having a flash point of not less than 600o F.  The kettle shall be equipped with a satisfactory means of agitating the joint sealer at all times.  This may be accomplished by continuous stirring with mechanically operated paddles and/or by a continuous circulating gear pump attached to the heating unit.  The kettle must be equipped with thermostatic control calibrated between 200o F and 550o F.

e.
Preparation of Cracks:

Debris removal: All cracks shall be blown clean by high-pressure air.  All old material and other debris removed from the cracks shall be removed from pavement surface immediately by means of power sweepers, hand brooms or air brooms.

Vegetation:  When Cracks show evidence of vegetation, it shall be removed and sterilized by use of propane torch unit eliminating all vegetation, dirt, moisture, and seeds.

General:  No crack sealing material shall be applied in wet cracks or where frost, snow or ice is present or when ambient temperature is below 25o F.

f.
Preparation of Placement of Sealer

Joint sealing material shall be heated and applied at a temperature specified by the manufacture and approved by the engineer.  Minimum application temperature shall be 320oF.

Sealer shall be delivered to the pavement surface through a pressure hose line and applicator shoe.  The shoe width and sealer overbanding area shall vary from 3"-4" depending on the severity of the cracks. A boiler slag aggregate shall be broadcast over cracks to prevent sealer pickup.

g.
Workmanship:  All workmanship shall be of the highest quality. Excess or spilled sealer shall be removed from the pavement by approved methods and discarded.  Any workmanship determined to be below the high standards of the particular craft involved will not be accepted, and will be corrected and/or replaced as required by the engineer in charge.

h.
Products: The crack sealer (asphalt fiber) will meet in every respect section M3.05.1 and the bituminous concrete will meet in every respect Section 460 of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts Department of Public Works, Standard Specifications for Highways and Bridges, 1988 Edition, as amended, for single course pavement.

B.
BITUMINOUS CONCRETE EXCAVATION BY COLD PLANER:

1.
Payment: shall be by the square yard and shall be full compensation for excavating bituminous pavements by Cold Planer in designated areas to improve curb reveal and regrade existing surfaces and as specified.

2. Procedure: The work consists of excavating bituminous pavements by Cold Planer in designated areas to improve curb reveal and regrade existing surfaces.

The contractor shall not use any hydrant without the expressed permission of the Salem water department (744-3302).  Each time a hydrant is used, the contractor is responsible for notifying Salem Fire at 744-1235.  An auxiliary valve must be installed on the hydrant and the hydrant must be opened fully.  Appropriate backflow devices must also be used with the hydrant.   

The Cold Planer shall be capable of planing both bituminous pavements and cement concrete patches if the latter should be encountered in bituminous pavements.   The Cold Planer shall be equipped with all necessary safety devices such as flashing lights and back-up signals so as to operate in traffic with complete safety.

The Cold Planer must be equipped with a cutter drum at least 72" wide with an elevating device capable of loading milled material directly into trucks while operating and with a dust control system capable of complying with environmental air quality standards.

The Contractor shall be required to furnish auxiliary milling equipment for clean up work along curbs and around castings.  Work areas shall be left clean and free from debris at the end of each day.  Prices quoted will therefore include milling, loading, trucking, sweeping, and final clean up.

The use of planing equipment mounted on pneumatic tires will be permitted only for clean up work.

Milled material will become the property of the contractor and will be disposed of legally off site.  The City shall reserve the right to salvage any material such as granite and brick or millings.

Depth of Planing cut shall average 2”.

Payment shall be made at the unit price quoted for actual yards planed and measured in the field.

The contractor will be responsible for damage to existing castings resulting from his operation unless such castings (water gates e.g.) have previously been paved over and are therefore not visible on the surface.  The contractor will also be responsible for meeting the previously existing grade at driveways.

The contractor may be required to mill as much as 50 feet up intersecting streets to provide proper transitions.  This work will also be performed for the quoted unit price.

C.
RAISING STRUCTURES:

1.
Payment: Shall be made per casting and shall be full compensation for excavating, and properly disposing of, bituminous concrete and cement concrete, all masonry work to raise casting to their proper height, the placement of bituminous concrete to fill all excavations and all plant, labor and materials to perform the work as specified. 

2. Procedure: The contractor shall be responsible for adjusting all existing manholes, catch basins, and gate boxes owned by the City to the proposed new paving grade.  All structures belonging to the gas, telephone, electric and cable companies shall be raised by their respective owner. Frames for manholes and catch basins shall be set on a brick and concrete base and shall be encased in bituminous concrete to within 2" of the top of the casting.  All brick shall be grade “SS.”

Gate boxes shall be adjusted and set in cement concrete.  The contractor must maintain proper alignment of the gate box.  Misalignment of the gate box will result in resetting by the contractor at no additional expense to the City.  The contractor shall also have the option of installing the appropriate risers to structures to bring them up to proper grade.  

Extreme care will be exercised to ensure no debris fall into gate boxes or manholes. The contractor will be responsible for removing any debris that falls into any structure during preparation and paving exercises.  THIS WILL BE STRICTLY ENFORCED!

The contractor shall be responsible for damage to existing structures and castings from his operation.  If any structures are damaged, the contractor shall replace the structure with a new one with no extra compensation from the City.  The contractor shall thoroughly inspect all structures before beginning excavation and inform the City representative of any defective structures.  The contractor shall supply and install new castings for only those that are damaged prior to excavation and brought to the attention of the City representative.  The new castings shall be marked sewer or drain as appropriate and shall be as manufactured be Lebaron Foundries for the City of Salem and as shown on drawings provided.  The year shown on cover artwork shall correspond to the year the cover was installed.  Replacement water gate castings shall be made in the USA.  

On manholes and catch basins that are constructed of brick, the contractor shall be responsible for identifying structures with courses of bricks that have disintegrated or have otherwise failed.  These structures are to be rebuilt with grade "SS" brick as described in ASTM C32-73.  Payment for structure repair will be by the vertical foot.  The corbel of every structure shall be parged with a neat concrete mix to provide a smooth and waterproof seal.

D.
ASPHALT PAVING:

1.
Payment: shall be made by the ton and shall be full compensation for furnishing, installing by machine method and compacting hot bituminous concrete to wearing course to a compacted thickness of 2” minimum, in place, over travel lanes.  The Contractor shall provide weight tickets for tonnage hauled on a per street basis.  Streets not obtaining a 2” minimum thickness in place shall be required to be redone at no additional cost to the City.  Leveling courses will be installed at the discretion of the City Engineer.  The application rate for tack coats shall be 0.05 gallons/S.Y.

Also included in this payment shall be handwork at intersections and driveways, the filling of depressions, sealing at edges and around structures, sweeping of the street, and removal of vegetation from the curb line.  In addition, all traffic control signing and all else incidental thereto, or as directed by the City, shall be included.
All bills shall show the exact quantities of labor 

and materials used on each street and the dates and locations the work was performed.  Each street shall have its' own individual bill listing all quantities.  Bills not in this format will not be accepted.

2.
Procedure:

a.
Butt Joints: The edges of the existing pavement shall be trimmed to a reasonable smooth line forming a butt joint subject to the approval of the City representative.  No featheredge joints will be permitted.

b.
Intersections: Intersections shall be completed to butt joints and machine laid wherever possible.  The remaining work shall be done by hand method and have a neat finished appearance.  The contractor may be required to go a maximum of 50 feet onto adjoining streets at intersections and no extra compensation shall be made to the contractor for handwork. 

c.
Driveways: The contractor shall extend the pavement into driveways a maximum of 3 feet as required and directed by the City representative to prevent ponding of water and to create a smooth transition from the driveway to the street. The work shall be done by hand and have a neat finished appearance. The City shall make no extra compensation to the contractor for handwork. 

d.
Utilities: The notification of scheduling of all work to be done prior to and during construction by Boston Gas, New England Telephone, Massachusetts Electric, or other utility companies shall be done by the City. 

e.
Layout: the contractor will perform Necessary layout work.

f.
Sweeping: the contractor will perform Sweeping of existing surfaces.  The contractor shall also have a blower on site at all times to blow all leaves and debris off the road prior to paving.

g.
Vegetation: The contractor shall be responsible for removing all vegetation from the gutter line at the curb and from any cracks.  The vegetation shall be removed and sterilized by use of a propane torch unit or other approved methods to eliminate all vegetation, moisture, and seeds.  All debris shall be removed from pavement surface immediately by means of power sweepers, hand brooms or air brooms. 

h.
Depressions and Pot holes: Prior to paving, the contractor shall fill all depressions and pot holes as directed by the City representative with no extra compensation from the City. 

i. Schedule of Work: Subject to the City Engineer's approval, the contractor shall submit a schedule for the proposed work within 10 days of notification of award of the contract.  All work must be completed within 60 days of receiving a list of streets to be paved.  The City will inform the contractor of which streets will be paved on a street-by-street basis. 

j.
Weather Limitations: The asphalt overlay and tact coat shall be applied only when the existing road surface is dry and when weather is not foggy or rainy.  Sealcoat shall not be applied when the atmospheric temperature is below forty (40) degrees F., unless otherwise directed.

k.
Guarantee: The Contractor shall guarantee all work and materials for a period of 1 year. The Contractor shall maintain the pavement during the guarantee period, and shall promptly refill and repave areas that have failed due to improper materials or workmanship.

l. Public Notification: The contractor shall provide and post signs on each street that is to be paved, twenty-four hours prior to the beginning of any work on that street.  Signs should not be posted more than 24 hours in advance unless the contractor is 100% certain work will be performed at the time stated on the sign.  

The signs will have a minimum size of 11"x17". The signs will have a white face with bold, red print indicating to all residents that their cars must be off the street by the stated paving date and time.  The signs are to be adequately and appropriately posted so as to maximize public notification on the street and are to be posted no more than 75 feet apart.  The signs are to remain in place until the work is completed and the street is again accessible. No signs shall be mechanically fastened to any tree.  Tape or string is acceptable.  The tree warden will impose fines for any damage to trees.

m.
Barricades, Lights, Etc.: The contractor shall provide manpower and place, and maintain barricades, warning signs, and lights as necessary to protect the work and provide for public safety.  All of the foregoing safety provisions shall be in accordance with applicable requirements of City and State agencies having jurisdiction.

n.
Police: The Department of Public Services shall pay for all police details, but it shall be the contractors responsibility to arrange for all police details with the City's police department.

o. 
Unless otherwise authorized by the City Engineer, streets repaired for paving (i.e.:cold-planed or with raised structures) will not be left unpaved for more than three days.

p. Subcontracting: The contractor shall not award any work to any other subcontractor without prior written approval of the Director of Public Services and Purchasing Agent.

E. PATCHING AREAS WHERE ROAD BASE HAS FAILED:

1. Payment:  Shall be made by the square yard.  Payment shall include all plant, labor, equipment and materials to repair base of roadway in areas deemed failed by the Engineer.

2. Procedure:  Where instructed, the contractor shall excavate the roadway to a depth no greater than 12”.  The contractor shall place processed gravel suitable for road base in one lift compacted to 95%.  The patch shall be completed with a 3” lift of asphalt “binder”.  All excavations shall be cut neat and square.
