Bid Conditions, Specifications and Requirements To

Purchase Surplus Vehicles from the City of Salem, Massachusetts 

1. This bid request is solicited to the General Public and a Bill of Sale will be awarded pursuant to the rules set forth in Chapter 30B of the Massachusetts General Laws and subject to approval of the Mayor of the City of Salem, Massachusetts.

2.
 Each Vehicle shall constitute a separate bid and will be sold, “as is”, “where is”, without warranty for a specific purpose or performance. Multiple awards will be made for the surplus Vehicles, Bidders are invited to bid on one or all Vehicles. The Vehicle(s) shall be sold to the responsive and responsible Bidder with the highest bid total for each vehicle. 

3. The envelope containing the bid and required information must be sealed and marked with bidder's name, description of bid, bid number and date of opening. The Bidder must note the bid price on the front of the Bid Cover Sheet and Bid Form, and sign the bottom of both. 

4. All Bids shall be complete, factual, and signed by an authorized officer of the Bidder’s company on both the cover page and the attached Bid Form (if any).  The Purchasing Agent may reject any bid, which is not properly signed, according to prescribed form, incomplete, or otherwise contrary to instructions.

5. The Bidder must fill in the bid price and provide all the information requested in this bid. All information provided by the Bidder must be typewritten.

Each bid must be accompanied by a Certified Check; Cashier's Check, Postal Money Order or a Bid Bond in the amount of five percent (5%) of the total bid, payable to the City of Salem.  The successful bidder's check will be forfeited as liquidated damages in the case that the Successful Bidder fails or refuses to sign a contract within Ten Days after date of Notice of Intent to Award.

A bidder may correct, modify, or withdraw a bid by sealed, written notice clearly marked as a correction, modification, or withdrawal and received in the Office of the Salem Purchasing Agent prior to the time and date set for the bid opening.

8. All bidders must sign attestation clause regarding Massachusetts State tax returns and certificate of non-collusion and submit it with their Bid. Failure to sign or submit this clause with the bid package will be cause for that bid to be rejected.

9. The Bid package must be received at the Office of the Purchasing Agent, 120            Washington Street, 3rd floor Salem MA 01970 on or before 10:00 AM, April 9, 2008.

At the time and place fixed for opening of bids, the City will cause to be opened and publicly read aloud every bid received within the time set for receiving bids, irrespective of any irregularities therein.  Bidders and other persons properly interested may be present, in person or by representative.

11. Failure to respond to this bid, either with prices or by returning a "no bid" response, will result in the bidder not automatically receiving bid materials for similar solicitations

12. The successful bidder shall deliver to the City of Salem a Certified Check, Money Order or Cashiers Check for the full amount bid, payable to the City of Salem, at the time of signing the bill of sale.

The successful bidder, at his/her own expense, shall be responsible for the removal and transportation of the surplus equipment.

The successful bidder shall remove all items within five calendar days after signing the bill of sale.

15. Any questions regarding any aspect of the Bid must be communicated in writing to the Purchasing Department.  It is in the bidder’s best interest to address these questions in writing as soon as possible to allow for a complete response by the City.  All questions must be received at the Purchasing Agent’s office no later than Seven (7) days prior to bid opening. All written responses to questions will be forwarded to all vendors who receive the request for bids.

The City of Salem reserves the right reject any or all bids, in whole or in part, and to waive any informalities in bids, that is in the best interest of the City.
