I. Introduction

The City of Salem seeks consultant services to inspect and evaluate the condition of Salem City Hall and to make recommendations for repairs and modifications to enhance air quality, safety, energy efficiency, prevent water penetration and update obsolete building systems.  There are numerous problems with the building systems and shell, including heat loss, air temperature control problems, water penetration through the roof and masonry and non-archival storage of City records in the basement. 

The study will provide prioritized recommendations and cost estimates for areas of the building requiring renovation. The Consultant will work with representatives from the City’s Public Properties and Building Department, Department of Public Works and Department of Planning and Community Development during the study. The recommendations of the study will support City Council’s consideration of funding some or all of the recommended renovations through the passage of a bond. Following the completion of this study, Salem Purchasing Department will issue a second City Hall Renovation RFP seeking a consultant to create construction drawings, assist the City in bidding and provide construction oversight of the preferred repairs and modifications. The consultant selected to complete the City Hall Renovation Feasibility Study will be eligible to submit a proposal for the second City Hall Renovation RFP. 
II. Site Description

Salem City Hall is located at 93 Washington Street. The 2.5 story brick and dressed granite structure is currently used as the headquarters of the Salem City Government. The original section of the structure was constructed in 1837-1838. Additions to the structure were constructed in 1876, when the building was doubled in length, in the early twentieth century and in 1978-79, when a rear addition was constructed to house the City archives. The building is one of the oldest continuously functioning City Halls of an incorporated city in the Commonwealth and was individually listed on the National Register of Historic Places in 1973. 

III. Building Condition

Masonry

The building’s masonry shows damage due to age and water penetration now occurs in multiple locations. Repointing over much of the brick is necessary with the most extensive damage located on the original portion of the building and at the chimneys. Portions of the front granite façade also require repointing. The brownstone stills and lintels range in condition and some are in need of extensive restoration. 

Roof

The main roof consists of red painted sheet metal sheets joined together with single, flat lock seams thought to be installed in the 1920’s. Leaks in the roof have been patched overtime and some gutters have been removed. The combined condition of the roof and masonry has recently resulted in water entering the building during heavy rains. 

Windows

The building retains its original 1837 and 1879 large double hung 6 over 6 sash and frames throughout the building. The sashes are made of mahogany and still contain most of the original glass. There are no storm sashes. The windows have undergone several major repairs over the last 50 years, the most recent completed in 1998 with the restoration of sixty-six windows.  

Heating and Air Conditioning

The heat is provided by steam with cast iron radiators and an oil fired furnace that is now 30 to 60 years old. The heat is not zoned, resulting in overheating of the first floor when the system is turned up to provide sufficient heat to the second floor. Air conditioning is provided through window units which are both inefficient and propagate mold spores. The 1998 Preservation Maintenance Plan suggests that a central heating and cooling system could be installed without significantly impacting the historic nature of the building’s interior. 

Electrical and plumbing services
The electrical wiring ranges from modern circuit breaker panels and romex cable to knob and tube wiring in the attic and basement. An analysis of obsolete wiring and recommendations for modernization is necessary. The majority of the bathroom and plumbing fixtures are at least 40 years old and remain functional with the exception is the men’s bathroom in the basement that is not functional.

Interior Framing

The original building framing is intact. Interior alterations have generally consisted of partitions rather than alterations to structural framing.  There are no known framing structural issues, rot or insect damage.

Interior Finishes

An extensive restoration of the interior finishes was completed in 1988. Unless required by renovation to a building system or shell, alterations to interior finishes are not included in the scope of the City Hall Renovation Feasibility Study. 

Universal Access

The building is currently accessible by a ramp to the first floor rear entrance way. An electric lift provides access to the second floor. The basement, which is used for storage only, and the third floors are not handicap accessible. The City has recently completed a design for an elevator addition at the rear of the building to access the first and second floors. It is anticipated that the construction of the elevator will coincide with the renovations recommended in the City Hall Renovation Feasibility Study. 
Records Storage

City records are currently stored both in open storage in the basement and dedicated vaults. The vault contains a climate control system which may not be in use. No climate control exists in the basement and the documents in open storage are unorganized and very difficult to search. 

Environmental

Basement pipes are insulated with a material that may be a hazardous substance. 
IV. Scope of Services
1. Review existing studies of City Hall such as the 1998 Preservation Maintenance Plan and construction plans for additions, such as the document vaults, and recent renovations, such as the 1998 window restoration. 
2. Inspect and evaluate the condition of the following City Hall building components through physical inspection and meetings with City staff: 

I. Building systems

A.  Heating

B.  Cooling

C.  Electric

D. Plumbing including basement bathrooms 
E.  Fire and life safety
II. Building shell

A. Windows

B. Roof

C. Masonry 

III Environmental 

A. Insulation of basement pipes 
B. Asbestos
IV. Records storage

V. Any further code, habitability or building modernization issues identified by the consultant

3. Based on the assessment of City Hall’s condition, make recommendations for repairs and modifications to enhance air quality, safety, energy efficiency, prevent water penetration and update obsolete building systems.  Provide a report with prioritized renovation recommendations. Provide cost estimates categorized by major element of repair, such as roof repair, repointing and window repair, rather in standard construction specification sections. Include cost of design work, bid documents, construction supervision and general contractor in cost estimate. Meet with City staff to discuss recommendations and prioritization. 
4. Provide 20 bound copies of the final Salem City Hall Renovation Feasibility Study and one high resolution PDF on a CD. 
5. Present findings to City Council members at a City Council meeting.  

V. Project Fee 

The City of Salem has established a not to exceed fee of twenty thousand dollars ($20,000) for the Scope of Services described herein.  Consultants must complete Attachment C:  Fee Proposal Form.  Project fees must be provided for each of the five (5) tasks as described in the form.  Fees shown shall include all costs and expenses (copying, mileage, photographs, graphic design, etc.) to complete the scope of services defined above.  

VI.  Submittal Requirements

The City requires that each Consultant submit in separate sealed envelopes a non-price proposal and price proposal based on the following requirements.

One original and six (6) copies of the price and non-price proposals must be submitted to Albert C. Hill, Purchasing Agent at 120 Washington Street, 3rd Floor, Salem MA 01970 for review. 

Non-price Proposal

The information submitted must include, but should not necessarily be limited to, the following items:

A. Cover Letter

A letter signed by an officer of the firm, binding the firm to all comments made in the proposal is required.  Include a primary contact person for the proposal.

B. Qualifications and Experience

Please provide:

a. Names and addresses of all firms involved on the project.

b. History, size and structure of firm(s)

c. Names(s) of principals of firm(s)

d. Identification of Principal in Charge and Project Manager.

e. Resumes of all personnel assigned to the project. 

f. Experience with similar renovation projects including: City or Town/State, year project completed and a brief description of the project.

g. Contact information for references from similar projects

h. Listing of any actions taken by any regulatory agency or litigation involving the firm or its employees or agents with respect to any work performed

i. Any applicable insurance

3. Approach to Project 

A narrative which includes a description of the Consultant’s approach to the project including but not limited to: cost estimation methodology, approach to prioritizing recommendations and a statement of the Consultant’s ability to meet project deadlines, including expected workload for the project period. 

4. Scope of Services

Describe the approach to tasks required in detail.

5. Schedule 

The Consultant should submit a schedule as related to the tasks outlined in the Scope of Services.  

6. City Resources

A list of the resources, data, or other assistance which the consultant expects are required from the City in order to complete each task in the scope of services during the planned time period.. 

7. Subcontracting

If subcontracting is planned, submit the firm(s), name(s), location(s), contact person(s), phone number(s), names of responsible operating officers, and evidence of any required insurance, permits, and licensing/authorization of proposal documents.

Price Proposal

Each Consultant must submit the following as part of the price proposal.

V.   Selection Criteria

Minimum Evaluation Criteria

In order to be reviewed, the proposal must be substantially complete containing all necessary forms at a minimum.  

At minimum the Proposer must meet the following qualifications: 

a. Cover sheet must be signed and submitted (Attachment 1)

b. Certificate Of Non-Collusion and Taxation Attestation Clause must be signed and submitted (Attachment 2)

c. One original and six copies of the price and non-price proposals must be submitted.

Comparative Evaluation Criteria

The proposal will be reviewed by the City of Salem and evaluated upon the following criteria:

1.   Plan of Services

Highly Advantageous
The proposal includes a reasonable detailed, innovative, and highly efficient approach to addressing all elements of the Scope of Services within the time period and provides a strong understanding of the Scope of Services.   

Advantageous

The proposal includes a credible approach to address all of the required issues.

Non-Advantageous

The proposal is not sufficiently detailed to fully evaluate, or does not contain components necessary to addressing all elements of the Scope of Services.

2. Experience of key personnel working as a team 

Highly Advantageous
Clearly demonstrate extensive experience working as a team.  

Advantageous

Clearly demonstrate some experience working as a team.  

Non-Advantageous

Demonstrate limited experience working as a team.  

C. Cost estimating experience

Highly Advantageous
Clearly demonstrate expertise and experience in cost estimating on comparable projects. 

Advantageous

Clearly demonstrate expertise and experience in cost estimating. 
Non-Advantageous

Limited expertise and experience in cost estimating.
D. Quality of Written Proposal 

Highly Advantageous
Provides a consistently high quality of response and meets all the specifications of the RFP with no significant exceptions.

Advantageous

Meets most of the specifications in the RFP but without consistently high quality in all respects and with several significant exceptions.

Non-Advantageous

Does not provide a high quality of response and has significant exceptions to the various specifications of the RFP.

5.  Consultant’s References and Experience

Rating will be based on evidence that adequate qualified personnel are assigned to all phases of the project and review of references.

GENERAL CONDITIONS AND REQUIREMENTS

Proposal Rules

This proposal is solicited to the General Public and lease will be awarded pursuant to the rules set forth in Chapter 30B of the Massachusetts General Laws and subject to approval by the Mayor and City Council of Salem, Massachusetts. 

Reviewing Period

All proposals meeting proposal requirements and conditions may be held by the City of Salem for a period not to exceed thirty (30) days from the date of the opening of proposals for the purpose of reviewing the proposals and investigating the qualifications of Proposers, prior to the awarding of the contract, if at all.

Basis of Proposal Award

The Agreement shall be awarded to the responsible and responsive Proposer submitting the proposal considered most advantageous, taking into consideration the proposal’s merits regarding the terms of the contract and the proposed service. Additional agreement conditions and requirements applicable to the procurement are incorporated in Section 7, Selection Process, attached hereto.

Evaluation of Proposal

The City of Salem Designer Selection Committee and City staff in the Department of Planning and Community Development will evaluate merits of the submitted proposals.  Using the rating system prescribed in Chapter 30B of the Massachusetts General Laws (the Uniform Procurement Act), the committee shall assign a rating system to each criterion.  The committee shall also assign a composite rating to each proposal.  The documented results shall then be submitted to the City’s Chief Procurement Officer who will make the award based on the evaluation. 

Compliance with Applicable Laws

The contract shall be governed by and construed in accordance with the laws of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.

The proposal must comply with all Federal, State, and municipal laws, ordinances, rules and/or regulations.

Questions and Interpretations

Any substantive questions regarding the proposal documents shall be referred to the Purchasing Agent in writing at least five working days prior to the date and time for receipt of proposals.  All answers and interpretations and any changes to the documents will be issued in the form of addenda to all proposers of record.

Ability and Experience

The Awarding Authority will not award a contract to any Proposer who cannot furnish satisfactory evidence of his ability and experience pertaining to the Project Scope of work outlined in Section 5.
The Awarding Authority may make such investigations as it deems necessary to determine the above and a proposer shall furnish information requested in this regard and shall furnish it under oath if required.

Assignment of Contract

The Proposer shall not subcontract consultants, sublet, assign or in any way transfer any interest in this agreement without the prior written consent of the City.

Certification of Non-Collusion and Tax Attestation Form

All Proposers must sign the attached form, which incorporates both an attestation clause regarding Massachusetts State tax returns and a certificate of non-collusion.  This signed form must be submitted with the non-priced proposal package. Failure to sign and submit the form is cause for that proposal to be rejected. 

Examination

By submitting a proposal, the Proposer warrants that he has examined the project site and has fully acquainted himself with all conditions and restrictions pertaining to the work and the execution thereof.  No claim for any extra or extension of time will be allowed for failure to observe this requirement.

Corrections

Erasures or other changes in the proposal must be explained or noted over the signature of the Proposer.

Conflict of Interest

The applicant agrees that to the extent that such law is applicable to the duties it is to perform hereunder, it will comply with the provisions of Chapter 286A of the General Laws concerning conflict of interest.  The Proposer covenants that it presently has no interest and shall not require any interest, direct or indirect, which would conflict in any manner or degree with the performance under the agreement.

No employee of the City of Salem and no public official who exercises any function or responsibilities in the review or approval of the undertaking or carrying out of this agreement shall participate in any decision relating to this agreement which affects his personal interest or the interest of any corporation, partnership, or association in which he is directly or indirectly interested or have any financial interest, direct or indirect in this agreement or the proceeds thereof.

Signature

All proposals shall be complete, factual, and signed by an authorized officer of the Proposer’s company on the appropriate page(s) and the front of the cover sheet.

Number of copies

One original and six (6) copies of the proposal must be submitted to the Purchasing Agent in an envelope with the Proposal Name and Number, Company Name, and Date and Time of the Proposal Opening. 

Waiver

The City of Salem reserves the right to reject any and all proposals, or to waive any informalities in the proposal process, if deemed in the City’s best interest.

Place and Time

Sealed proposals will be received at the Office of the City Purchasing Agent, 120 Washington Street, 3rd floor, Salem, MA  01970 on or before 10:00AM on May 13, 2008 at which time and place they will be opened and registered.
Modifications

A Proposer may correct, modify, or withdraw a proposal by sealed, written notice clearly marked as a correction, modification, or withdrawal and received in the Office of the Salem Purchasing Agent prior to the time and date set for the proposal deadline.

Liability

The Proposer agrees to indemnify, save harmless, and defend the City, its agents, and its employees from and against any and all liabilities, claims, penalties, forfeitures, suits, and the costs and expenses incident thereto (including costs of defense, settlement, and reasonable attorneys fees), which it may hereafter incur, become responsible for, or pay out as a result of death or bodily injuries to any person, destruction or damage to any property, contamination of or adverse effects on the environment, or any violation of governmental laws, regulation, or orders caused, in whole or in part, by the Proposer's employees, or its agents or servants, in the performance of this contract.

Workers Compensation Insurance

The Proposer shall comply with State law, known as the Workmen’s Compensation Act, and shall pay into the State Insurance Fund necessary premiums required by the Act to cover all employees working under the control of the Proposer and shall relieve the City from all costs due to accidents or other liabilities mentioned in said Act. Consultant shall also furnish at the time of delivery of the contract, and at such other times as may be requested, the official certificate of receipt showing that the payments hereinbefore referred to, have been made.

Insurance Coverage 

A. General 

The Successful Proposer shall before commencing performance of the Contract be responsible for providing and maintaining insurance coverage in force for the life of the Contract of the kind and in adequate amounts to secure all of the obligations under the Contract and with insurance companies licensed to write insurance in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts. All such insurance carried shall not be less than the kinds and amounts designated herein, and the Successful Proposer agrees that the stipulation herein of the kinds and limits of coverage shall in no way limit the liability of the Successful Proposer to any such kinds and amounts of insurance coverage. All policies issued shall indemnify and save harmless the City of Salem, its agents and employees from any and all claims for damages to persons or property as may rise out of the performance of this Contract.

B. Successful Proposer’s Comprehensive General Public Liability and Property Damage Liability Insurance 

The Successful Proposer shall carry Comprehensive General Liability Insurance providing for a limit of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injury to or death of one person, and subject to that limit for each person, a total limit of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injuries or death of two or more persons in any one accident; and Successful Proposer’s Comprehensive Property Damage Liability Insurance providing for a limit of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000.00) for all damages arising out of injury to or destruction of property in any one accident, and subject to that limit per accident, a total (or aggregate) limit or not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of injury to or destruction of property during the policy period.

C.
Comprehensive Automotive and Property Damage Insurance 

The Successful Proposer shall carry Automobile Insurance covering all owned vehicles, hired vehicles or non-owned vehicles under the control of the successful proposer while performing work under the Contract in the amount of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injuries to or death of one person and subject to that limit for each person, a total of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injuries to or death of two or more persons in any one accident; and Property Damage coverage in the amount of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000.00) for all damages to or destruction of property.

No cancellation(s) of such insurance, whether by the insurer or by the insured party shall be valid unless written notice thereof is given by the parties proposing cancellation to the other party and to the City of Salem at least fifteen (15) days prior to the intended effective date thereof, which date shall be expressed in said notice, which shall be sent by registered mail, return receipt requested. These provisions shall apply to the legal representative(s), trustee in bankruptcy, receiver, assignee, trustee, and successor(s) in interest of the Successful Proposer.

All insurance coverage shall be at the sole expense of the Successful Proposer and shall be placed with such company as may be acceptable to the City of Salem and shall constitute a material part of the contract documents.

Failure to provide written proof to City and continue in force such insurance as aforesaid shall be deemed a material breach of the contract, and may constitute sufficient grounds for immediate termination of the same.

Revision of Agreement

There shall be not change in project scope or timetable without the prior written approval of the Salem Department of Planning and Community Development.  Changes in the Project Scope (Section 3) to be performed by the Proposer under the Agreement, including any increases or decreases in the compensation to the Proposer or the time limitation for completion, which are mutually agreed upon by and between the City and the Proposer, shall be incorporated into the Agreement in the form of written amendments.  Any and all amendments, alterations and changes in the Agreement will only be binding on the parties if executed in writing as set forth herein.  No part of the contract shall be altered in any way without prior written consent of the City of Salem Purchasing Agent. 

Time Schedules

Professional services shall commence no later than June 16, 2008 and be completed by April 15, 2009.  The Proposer agrees to promptly notify the Salem Planning Department should problems, delays or adverse conditions become known which will materially affect the ability to attain project objectives, prevent the meeting of time schedules or preclude the completion of approved work.
Fair Practices

The Proposer shall not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of race, color, religion, sex, age, handicap, veteran status or national origin.  The Proposer shall take affirmative action to ensure that applicants are employed, and employees are treated during employment, without regard to race, color, religion, sex, age, handicap, veteran status, familial status, sexual orientation or national origin.  Such action shall include, but not be limited to, the following:  employment, upgrading, demotion, or transfer; recruitment or recruitment advertising; layoff or termination; rates of pay or other form of compensation; and selection for training, including apprenticeship.  The Proposer agrees to post in conspicuous places, available to employees and applicants for employment, notice setting for the provisions of this non-discrimination clause.  The Proposer will, in all solicitations or advertisements for employees placed by or on behalf of the Proposer, state that all qualified applications will receive consideration for employment without regard to race, color, religion, sex, age, handicap, veteran status or national origin.  The Proposer agrees to comply with the "Governor's Code of Fair Practices" of January 12, 1966, Chapter 151B of the Massachusetts General Laws, as amended and Executive Orders which prohibit discrimination because of race, color, religion, national origin, age, sex, veteran status or handicap.

Failure to comply with the above conditions and requirements or any attached specifications or any other minimum qualifications will be justification to reject any proposal as incomplete.
