Responders to this bid are required to review and understand the conditions of the existing field house floor which will act as the substrate for the new field house floor system as specified within this BID. All floor preparation required to install the new specified floor system is to be carried within the bid price. 
A site visit is scheduled for June 25, 2008 at 10:000 AM, at the Salem High School Field House, 77 Willson Street, Salem Mass., please contact Mr. Paul L’Heureux @ 978-740-1143 for directions.
All bids will be received at the Purchasing Agents Office, 120 Washington Street, 3rd Floor, Salem, Mass., on or before 10:00 AM July 9, 2008.
The Bid Package may be viewed and printed from www.comm-pass search solicitation J52 or www.salem.com within the purchasing department, under bids and rfp’s., J52.
2.  A bidder may correct, modify, or withdraw a bid by sealed, written notice clearly marked as a correction, modification, or withdrawal and received in the Office of the Salem Purchasing Agent prior to the time and date set for the bid opening.

3.  Bid Submittals 

Each bid MUST be submitted in a clearly marked, sealed envelope. The following information must appear on the outside of the envelope:

1- Bidders name 

2- Name of Project and date
Each Bid must contain the following documents. Any bid that does not contain the following completed documents will be rejected. 

1- Bidder Form signed by the Bidder 

2- Bid deposit 

3- Certification of Corporation, if bidder is incorporated 

4- Certificate of Non-Collusion 

5- Certificate of Tax-Compliance

6- DCAM certification 

7- Project list of at least five completed projects similar to in magnitude and complexity to this Invitation To Bid project, which the bidder has been awarded in the past three years. 

4.   Not used.
5.  All bidders must sign the attestation clause regarding Massachusetts State tax returns and certificate of non-collusion and submit it with their bid.

6.  Additional contract conditions and requirements applicable to the procurement are attached as Exhibit “A” and Exhibit “B”. Please note that Exhibit “A” consists of a base product specification as well as an alternate specification. 
7.   All items, which make up the Bid Total, must be bid in order for the bid to be deemed valid.

8.   Failure to respond to this bid, either with prices or by returning a "no bid" response, will result in the bidder not automatically receiving bid materials for any similar bids.

9.   Bid Quotations must be made on the cover sheet and show the net delivered cost to the City of Salem. Both the cover sheet and the Bid Form (if any) must be signed and dated.

10.   Each bid must be accompanied by a Certified Check; Cashier's Check, Money Order or a Bid Bond in the amount of five percent (5%) of the total amount bid, payable to the City of Salem.  The successful bidder's check will be forfeited as liquidated damages in the case that the successful bidder fails or refuses to sign a contract within Ten (10) days after date of Notice to Award.

11.   At the time and place fixed for opening of bids, the City will cause to be opened and publicly read aloud every bid received within the time set for receiving bids, irrespective of any irregularities therein.  Bidders and other persons properly interested may be present, in person or by representative.

12.   The contract will be awarded within 30 days of the date of the bid opening. Please note that the award of this contract is contingent upon funding sources and approvals from the City of Salem. 
13.   Insurance Coverage: 

General - The Contractor shall before commencing performance of the Contract be responsible for providing and maintaining insurance coverage in force for the life of the Contract of the kind and in adequate amounts to secure all of the obligations under the Contract and with insurance companies licensed to write insurance in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.  All such insurance carried shall not be less than the kinds and amounts designated herein, and the Contractor agrees that the stipulation herein of the kinds and limits of coverage shall in no way limit the liability of the Contractor to any such kinds and amounts of insurance coverage.  All policies issued shall indemnify and save harmless the City of Salem, its agents and employees from any and all claims for damages to persons or property as may arise out of the performance of this Contract. 

Failure to provide and continue in force such insurance as aforesaid shall be deemed a material breach of this Contract, and may constitute sufficient grounds for immediate termination of the same.  All insurance maintained as provided for in the above shall be taken out and maintained at the sole expense of the Contractor. Proof of such insurance shall be delivered to the Purchasing Agent at contract Award Date.

No cancellations of such insurance, whether by the insurer or by the insured party shall be valid unless written notice thereof is given by the parties proposing cancellation to the other party and to the City of Salem at least fifteen- (15) days prior to the intended effective date thereof, which date shall be expressed in said notice, which shall be sent by registered mail, return receipt requested.  These provisions shall apply to the legal representatives, trustee in bankruptcy, receiver, assignee, trustee, and the successor in interest of the Contractor.

Contractor's Comprehensive General Public Liability and Property Damage Liability Insurance - The Contractor shall carry Comprehensive General Liability Insurance providing for a limit of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injury to or death of one person, and subject to that limit for each person, a total limit of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injuries or death of two or more persons in any one accident;  and Contractor's  Comprehensive Property Damage Liability Insurance providing for a limit of not less than One Million Dollars ( $1,000,000.00 ) for all damages arising out of injury to or destruction of property in any one accident, and subject to that limit per accident, a total ( or aggregate ) limit or not less than Five Million Dollars ( $5,000,000.00 ) for all damages arising out of injury to or destruction of property during the policy period.

Contractor shall carry Workman's Compensation Insurance as prescribed under Massachusetts Law.

All insurance coverage shall be placed with such company as may be acceptable to the City of Salem and shall constitute a material part of the Contract documents.

Comprehensive Automotive Liability and Property Damage Insurance- 

The Contractor shall carry comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance covering all owned vehicles, hired vehicles or non-owned vehicles under the control of the Contractor while performing work under this Contract in the amount of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injuries to or death of one person and subject to that limit for each person, a total of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injuries to or death of two or more persons in any one accident;  and Property Damage coverage in the amount of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($1,000,000.00 ) for all damages arising out of injury to or destruction of property. 

14.    Attached copies of Prevailing Wage Rates and the Statement of Compliance from Mass. Dept. of Labor and Industries must be reviewed and complied with. If none are attached the rates are available either at the Salem Purchasing Office or the State Department of Labor and Industries.  The rates must be complied with. Certified Weekly Payroll documents shall be sent to the Purchasing Agent, 120 Washington Street, 3rd Floor, Salem MA 01970. They shall be sent Three (3) business days after the close of the previous workweek.

15.   The selected Bidder shall provide Performance and Payment Bonds at the time of execution of the contract.  The Bonds shall be in amounts equal to 100% of the contract amount, and shall be by a surety company licensed by the Massachusetts Division of Insurance. The successful bidder must submit the Bonds and the Insurance Certificates, to the Purchasing Agent no later than Five (5) days after date of the Notice of Intent to Award.

16.   
Payment Procedures.   The following payment procedures are mandated under Massachusetts State Law and shall be incorporated into any contract awarded from this bid:


a.
The contractor may submit monthly invoices for work already completed and materials delivered.  The invoice must list amounts for each filed subcontractor.  The City shall note on the invoice the date of receipt.


b.
If the invoice contains arithmetical errors or is not in the form specified by the City, it may be returned within seven days for corrections.  If the City disagrees with the amount of the invoice, it may adjust the amount.


c.
If the invoice is correct, the City shall make payment within 30 days.  After 30 days, the amount due is subject to interest charges.


d.
The City shall withhold from each invoice five percent of the amount, as a holdback to cover any claims, which may arise due to unsatisfactory work.  The City shall also withhold, in addition to the five percent, additional amounts to cover any specific claims against the contractor, which have already been identified.

17.    The Contractor agrees by submitting this bid to indemnify, save harmless, and defend the City from and against any and all liabilities, claims, penalties, forfeitures, suits, and the costs and expenses incident thereto (including costs of defense, settlement, and reasonable attorneys fees), which it may hereafter incur, become responsible for, or pay out as a result of death or bodily injuries to any person, destruction or damage to any property, contamination of or adverse effects on the environment, or any violation of governmental laws, regulation, or orders caused, in whole or in part, by the Contractor's employees, or it's agents or servants, in the performance of this Contract.

18.
Decisions of the Awarding Authority on interpretation of specifications, approval of equipment, material or any other approval, or progress of the work, shall be made promptly and no later than thirty days after the written submission for decision; but if such decision requires extended investigation and study, the awarding authority, architect or engineer shall within thirty days after the receipt of the submission, give the party making the submission written notice of the reasons why the decision cannot be made within the thirty day period and the date by which the decision will be made.

19.
Statement of Contractor's Qualifications.   Each contractor shall submit to the City on the form furnished for that purpose, a statement of the contractor's qualifications, his experience record in constructing the type of work called (minimum of 5 projects) for by these contract documents, his organization and equipment available for the work contemplated, and, when specifically requested by the City, a detailed financial statement.  The City shall have the right to take such steps as it deems necessary to determine the ability of the contractor to perform his obligations under the contract and the contractor shall furnish the City all such information and data for this purpose as it may request.  The right is reserved to reject any bid where an investigation of the available evidence or information does not satisfy the City that the contractor is qualified to carry out properly the terms of the contract.  Conditional bids will not be accepted.

20.
Subcontractors.   


a.
The successful contractor shall not hire any subcontractor without the written approval of the City's Purchasing Agent.


b.
The Contractor shall be fully responsible to the City for the acts and omissions of his subcontractors, and of persons either directly or indirectly employed by them, as he is for the acts and omissions of persons directly employed by him.


c.
Nothing contained in the contract shall create any contractual relation between any subcontractor and the City of Salem.


d.
The Contractor shall cause appropriate provision to be inserted in all subcontracts relative to the work to require compliance by each subcontractor with the application provisions of the Contract for the improvements embraced in the site preparation.

21.
Federal & State Laws.   The bidder's attention is directed to the fact that all applicable Federal and State Laws and applicable Municipal Ordinances, and the rules and regulations of all authorities having jurisdiction over construction of the contract shall apply to the Contract throughout, and they will be deemed to be included in the Contract the same as though herein written out in full.  Note in particular: 1. Clean Air and Water Pollution Control, 2.  Lead Based Paint and Poisoning Prevention, 3.  Davis Bacon Act, 4.  Copeland Act, 5.  E.O. 11246. 
22.
Interpretations.   Any questions regarding the contract documents shall be referred to the Purchasing Agent in writing at least 10 working days prior to the date and time for receipt of bids.  All answers and interpretations and any changes to the documents will be issued in the form of addenda from the Purchasing Office to all bidders of record and the addenda shall become part of the contract documents.  No other form of communication in this regard will be considered legal and binding.

23.   
Statement of Work.   Except as otherwise specifically stated in the contract documents and Technical Specifications, the Contractor shall provide and pay for all materials, labor, tools, temporary construction of every nature, charges, levies, fees, or other expenses incurred and all other services and facilities of every nature whatsoever for his performance of the Contract within the specified time, and required for this construction project.

24.
Termination of Contract


a.
If the Contractor is adjudged a bankrupt, or if he makes a general assignment for the benefit of his creditors, or if a receiver is appointed on account of his insolvency, or if he persistently or repeatedly refuses or fails, except in cases for which extension of time is provided, to supply enough properly skilled workmen or proper materials, or if he fails to make prompt payment to subcontractors or for materials or labor, or persistently disregards laws, ordinances, rules, regulations, or orders of any public authority having jurisdiction, or otherwise is guilty of a substantial violation of a provision of the Contract Documents, then the City, by written notice to the Contractor, may terminate the Contractor's right to proceed with the work.  Upon such termination, the City may take over the work and prosecute the same to completion, by contract or otherwise, and the Contractor and his sureties shall be liable to the City for any additional cost incurred by the City in its completion of the work and they shall also be liable to the City for liquidated damages for any delay in the completion of the work as provided below.  If the Contractor's right to proceed is terminated, the City may take possession of and utilize in completing the work such materials, tools, equipment, and plant as may be on the site of the work and necessary therefore.

FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH THE ABOVE CONDITIONS AND REQUIREMENTS OR ANY ATTACHED SPECIFICATIONS WILL BE JUSTIFICATION TO REJECT ANY BID AS INCOMPLETE. 

27. LIQUIDATED DAMAGES:

Liquidated damages in the amount of $2,000/day will be assessed for each calendar day that the floor is considered not complete.

28. The successful bidder may be required to conform to CORI (Criminal Offense Record Inquiry) submissions for approval of all workers prior to the commencement of work on site. 
29. The successful bidder will enter into a contract with the City of Salem. However, the successful bidder will be required to work in harmony with the current construction manager and trades that are performing adjacent work. All deliveries and site access are to be performed in harmony with the on site construction manager. Hard hat, safety glasses and “work” boots are required. No shorts and or sneakers are allowed. Full length work pants and shirts with a minimum arm length sleeve to the elbow are required. 
30. OSHA Requirement

Pursuant to MGL c.30, Section 39S, any person submitting a bid for, or signing a contract to work on, a public building or public works project estimated to cost more than $10,000, must certify under pains and penalties of perjury that he or she is able to furnish labor in harmony with all other elements of the labor employed in the work and that all employees employed on the worksite, or in work subject to the bid, has successfully completed at least 10 hours of OSHA approved training. M.G.L. Chapter 30, section 39S applies to the Commonwealth, its political subdivisions, and to the county, city, town or housing authority. 
31. The Owner requires the full use of the building throughout the duration of the project. The Contractor shall schedule his/her work so as not to interfere with the Owners’ use of the building. 
32. No Smoking on the Property. Per State law, there is no smoking allowed in the buildings and property 

33. Rejection and / or acceptance of bids: The right is herein reserved by the City of Salem to reject any or all bids that may be offered, to accept any bid that may be offered, to accept or reject any part of any bid and to waive any or all informalities contained in any bid. The City of Salem, having the authority to award the contracts for this service, declares its express purpose not to award any bid to any contractor unable to furnish evidence satisfactory to the City of Salem that he/she has sufficient skill, ability, experience, integrity and financial capacity to prosecute and complete the work in accordance with the contract requirements, and right is further reserved to reject any and all bids not considered to be in the best interest of the City of Salem. 
34. Proprietary Specifications:
Description, trade names, references, etc. may be used at the discretion of the City of Salem for the convenience of bidders, and the purpose of setting standards. Bidders are at the liberty to offer bids on substitute articles and materials or equal qualities at the time of bid submission. Failure to submit substitute information on material at this time will result in rejection of the bid. Where approval, as equal, is requested, detailed descriptions and pictures, cut sheets, product date sheets and/or drawings and samples must be submitted to ensure equal standards are met. In addition, if substituted flooring materials are to be utilized as part of this bid, local (within 50 miles) verifiable applications and references are to be provided that represent work product that has been completed by the party submitting the bid. 
35. Scope of work consists of an over pour of the existing field house floor. Specifications defining a standard of system/quality are attached as Exhibit A. Please note that Exhibit “A” consists of a base product specification as well as an alternate specification. Include in bid pricing game lines for three basketball courts, volleyball court as well as a City of Salem School logo. Please refer to Exhibit “B” for general area limitations as well as a general guideline for game lines. 
36. Substitutions: Material substitutions will only be considered if the physical properties are equal too or greater than the Pulastic system specified below. All floors are subject to independent third party onsite testing. Any floor not meeting the listed physical requirements will be removed, and the cost of removing and installing a compliant system shall be by the responsibility of the Contractor. Full Depth Poured or Dual Durometer Systems will not be considered. Any seamed sheet good system, whether heat treated or welded will not be considered. All listed equal bidders shall submit product data listing the physical properties of the system with their bid. These physical properties must be verifiable with the manufacturer. 
37. Upon delivery Contractor and Owners Representative will verify the quantity of each floor component delivered to the site, comparing consumption rates with the manufacturers listed unit coverage, and upon each application, verify the quantities installed. 
SECTION 1. Section 39M of Chapter 30 of the General Laws, as appearing in the 2002 Official Edition, is hereby amended by striking out subsection (c) and inserting in place thereof the following subsection:- 

(c) The term "lowest responsible and eligible bidder" shall mean the bidder: (1) whose bid is the lowest of those bidders possessing the skill, ability and integrity necessary for the faithful performance of the work; (2) who shall certify, that he is able to furnish labor that can work in harmony with all other elements of labor employed or to be employed in the work; (3) who shall certify that all employees to be employed at the worksite will have successfully completed a course in construction safety and health approved by the United States Occupational Safety and Health Administration that is at least 10 hours in duration at the time the employee begins work and who shall furnish documentation of successful completion of said course with the first certified payroll report for each employee; (4) who, where the provisions of section 8B of chapter 29 apply, shall have been determined to be qualified thereunder; and (5) who obtains within 10 days of the notification of contract award the security by bond required under section 29 of chapter 149; provided that for the purposes of this section the term "security by bond" shall mean the bond of a surety company qualified to do business under the laws of the commonwealth and satisfactory to the awarding authority. 

APPENDIX B to the General Conditions of the Contract

The following provisions form Article XIII of the General Conditions of the Contract between THE OWNER and the Construction Manager.

GOALS FOR PARTICIPATION BY MINORITY BUSINESS ENTERPRISES AND WOMEN BUSINESS ENTERPRISES M.G.L. c. 7, s. 40N
1.   MBE and WBE Program 

   A.  The MBE and WBE participation goals for this Contract are as set forth in the Request for Proposals for Construction Management Services and in the Owner-Construction Manager Agreement. 

The Minority Business Enterprise participation goal is 7.4 % of the GMP

The Women Business Enterprise participation goal is    4.0% of the GMP
By submitting a proposal the Offeror agrees that if selected as the Construction Manager it will meet or exceed these participation goals.  All Offerors are advised that by submitting a proposal they certify that their proposal and services provided under the proposal will fully comply with all requirements of the RFP, including the MBE/WBE requirements.

   B.  The Construction Manager, all subcontractors, sub-subcontractors, and materials suppliers shall comply with all of the terms and conditions of this Article, which include the provisions pertaining to MBE/WBE participation set forth in the Owner – Construction Manager Agreement in order to meet the MBE/WBE participation goals established for this Contract.

   C.  A minority owned business shall be considered an MBE only if it has been certified as a minority business enterprise by the State Office of Minority and Women Business Assistance (“SOMWBA”).

   D.  A woman owned business shall be considered a WBE only if it has been certified as a woman business enterprise by SOMWBA.

E. Certification as a disadvantaged business enterprise (“DBE”), certification as an MBE/WBE by any agency other than SOMWBA, or submission of an application to SOMWBA for certification as an MBE/WBE shall not confer MBE/WBE status on a firm for the purposes of this Contract.

2.   Waiver Prior to RFP Submission

   A.  THE OWNER reserves the right to reduce or waive the MBE or WBE participation goals established for this Contract upon written request made by an Offeror submitting a proposal to provide Construction Management Services within the time frame set forth in Section 2.B. below.  Such written request must demonstrate to the satisfaction of THE OWNER that it is not feasible for a non-MBE or non-WBE Offeror to meet the goals established for this Contract based upon any or all of the following: (i) actual MBE/WBE availability, (ii) the geographic location of the project to the extent related to MBE/WBE availability, (iii) the scope of the work, (iv) the percentage of work available for subcontracting to MBE/WBEs and/or (v) other relevant factors, including a documented inability by the Offeror to identify MBE/WBE subcontractors sufficient to meet the MBE/WBE goals after having made a diligent, good faith effort to do so.  All of the foregoing documentation shall accompany the Proposer’s request for a reduction or waiver of the MBE/WBE participation goals.  

   B.  Requests to waive the MBE/WBE participation goals for this Contract must be addressed to THE OWNER and be received no later than fourteen (14) calendar days before the date set for the receipt of proposals.  
.  Any reduction or waiver of the MBE/WBE participation goals for this Contract will be made by written addendum mailed to all firms pre-qualified to submit proposals for the Project.

3.   Trade Contractor Bids

Trade Contractors in the 18 categories of work as set forth in the Procedures for Award of Subcontracts are not required to submit a Schedule of MBE/WBE Participation with their bids. A Trade Contractor may, at its option, submit a Letter of Intent with its bid if it is a SOMWBA certified MBE/WBE.  If a Trade Contractor intends to sub-subcontract work to a SOMWBA certified MBE/WBE, and the Trade Contractor wishes that sub-subcontract to be credited toward the participation goals for this Contract, the Trade Contractor should submit a Letter of Intent from that MBE/WBE with its Bid.  A Trade Contractor can subcontract out any portion of its work to MBE/WBEs unless such work is designated as work specifically not to be sub-sub-contracted out. 

4.   MBE/WBE Participation Schedule
   A.  The Construction Manager shall submit the following documents to the THE OWNER as subcontractors are selected, and at each phase of the subcontractor selection process: i) A properly completed and updated Schedule for Participation by Minority/Women Business Enterprises showing MBE/WBE participation in an amount equal to or exceeding the MBE/WBE participation goals for this contract; and ii) A properly completed Letter of Intent in the form provided by THE OWNER for each MBE/WBE listed in the Schedule for Participation by Minority/Women Business Enterprises; and iii) A current SOMBWA certification letter for each MBE/WBE listed in the Schedule for Participation by Minority/Women Business Enterprises.  

   B.  Each Letter of Intent shall identify and describe the work to be performed by the named MBE/WBE (the “MBE/WBE Work”) with enough specificity to permit THE OWNER to identify the particular items of contract work that the MBE/WBE will perform for MBE/WBE participation credit.  THE OWNER reserves the right to reject any Letter of Intent if the price to be paid for the MBE/WBE work does not bear a reasonable relationship to the value of such work under the contract as determined by THE OWNER.  

   C.  Within five (5) business days after receipt of the Schedule For Participation by Minority/Women Business Enterprises, Letters of Intent, and SOMWBA certification letters, THE OWNER shall review and either approve or disapprove the Construction Manager’s submissions.  If the Construction Manager has not submitted an appropriate final Schedule For Participation by Minority/Women Business Enterprises and appropriate Letters of Intent and SOMWBA certification letters that has been approved by THE OWNER establishing that the MBE/WBE participation goal for the project will be met, the Construction Manager may be considered ineligible for award of the construction phase contract and THE OWNER may award the contract to the next most advantageous proposer, subject to said proposer’s compliance with these conditions or the CONSTRUCTION MANAGER MAY BE CONSIDERED IN BREACH OF THE CONTRACT.  

5.  MBE/WBE Participation Credit.  

   A.  If the Construction Manager is itself an MBE or WBE, MBE or WBE participation credit shall be given in an amount equal to the entire Contract Price. If the Construction Manager is not an MBE or WBE, then MBE or WBE participation credit will be given for the value of the Work that is actually performed by each MBE or WBE subcontractor or sub-subcontractor.  

   B.  If the Construction Manager is a joint venture with one or more MBE/WBE joint venturers, MBE or WBE participation credit shall be given to the joint venture as follows:

(1)  If the joint venture is certified by SOMBWA as an MBE or WBE, MBE or WBE participation credit shall be given in an amount equal to the portion of the Contract Price.

(2)  If the joint venture is not certified as an MBE or WBE by SOMWBA, MBE or WBE participation credit shall be given to the joint venture for the value of the Work that is performed by the MBE/WBE joint venturer(s), and for the value of the Work that is actually performed by each MBE or WBE subcontractor or sub-subcontractor.

   C.  If an MBE/WBE supplies but does not install equipment or materials, MBE or WBE participation credit shall be given only if the MBE/WBE supplier is regularly engaged in sales of equipment or supplies to the construction industry from an established place of business. MBE or WBE participation credit shall be given the full amount of the purchase order only if the MBE/WBE supplier manufactures the goods or substantially alters them before resale. In all other cases, MBE or WBE participation credit shall be given for 10% of the purchase order.

D. MBE participation credit shall be given for the work performed by MBEs only, and WBE participation credit shall be given for the work performed by WBEs only. MBE participation may not be substituted for WBE participation, nor may WBE participation be substituted for MBE participation.

6.  MBE/WBE Subcontracts
Within thirty (30) days after the award of each subcontract, the Construction Manager shall furnish the THE OWNER Compliance Office with a signed copy of the subcontract and sub-subcontract for each MBE/WBE Subcontractor listed on the Construction Manager’s Schedule of Participation and cause each of its Subcontractors to execute a sub-subcontract with each MBE/WBE sub-subcontractor and provide copies of the sub-subcontracts to THE OWNER’s Compliance Office.

7. Performance of Contract Work by MBE/WBEs
   A.  The Construction Manager shall not perform with its own organization or subcontract or assign to any other firm work designated to be performed by any MBE/WBE in the Letters of Intent or Schedule for Participation of Minority/Women Business Enterprises without the prior Approval of THE OWNER, nor shall any MBE or WBE assign or subcontract to any other firm, or permit any other firm to perform any of its MBE/WBE Work without the prior Approval of THE OWNER. Any such unapproved assignment, subcontracting, sub-subcontracting, or performances of MBE/WBE Work by others is prohibited.  THE OWNER WILL not apply to the MBE/WBE participation goal(s) any sums attributable to such unapproved assignments, sub-contracts, sub-subcontracts, or performance of MBE/WBE work by others.
   B.  The Construction Manager shall be responsible for monitoring the performance of MBE/WBE Work to ensure that each scheduled MBE/WBE performs its own MBE/WBE Work with its own workforce. 

   C.  The Construction Manager and each MBE/WBE shall provide THE OWNER with all information and documentation that THE OWNER determines is necessary to ascertain whether or not an MBE/WBE has performed its own MBE/WBE Work. At the discretion THE OWNER, failure to submit such documentation to THE OWNER shall establish conclusively for the purpose of giving MBE/WBE participation credit under this Contract that such MBE/WBE did not perform such work.

8. Notification of Changes in MBE/WBE Work
   A.  If after approval of a Final Schedule for Participation of Minority/Women Business Enterprises and the commencement of construction work under the Contract the Construction Manager determines or has reason to believe that a scheduled MBE/WBE is unable or unwilling to perform its MBE/WBE Work, or that there has been or will be a change in any MBE/WMBE Work, or that the Construction Manager will be unable to meet the MBE/WBE participation goal(s) for this Contract for any reason, the Construction Manager shall immediately notify the THE OWNER in writing of such circumstances.

  
B.  Any notice of a change in MBE/WBE Work pursuant to subparagraph “A” above shall include a revised Schedule for Participation by Minority/Women Business Enterprises, and additional or amended Letters of Intent and subcontracts.

9. Actions Required If There is a Reduction in MBE/WBE Participation
   A.  If for any reason, the Construction Manager believes that it shall be unable to meet the MBE/WBE participation goals for this Contract the Construction Manager shall immediately undertake a diligent, good faith effort to make up the shortfall in MBE/WBE participation as follows:

(1) The Construction Manager shall identify all items of the Work remaining to be performed under the Contract that may be made available for subcontracting or sub-subcontracting to MBE/WBEs. The Construction Manager shall send a list of such items of work to THE OWNER, together with a list of the remaining items of the Work that was not made available to MBE/WBEs and the reason for not making such work available for subcontracting or sub-subcontracting to MBE/WBEs.

(2) The Construction Manager shall send written notices soliciting proposals to perform the items of the Work that may be made available for subcontracting to MBE/WBEs to all MBE/WBEs qualified to perform such work. The Construction Manager shall advise THE OWNER of (i) each MBE/WBE solicited, and (ii) each MBE/WBE listed in the SOMWBA directory under the applicable trade category who was not solicited and the reasons therefor. The Construction Manager shall also advise THE OWNER of the dates notices were mailed and provide a copy of the written notice(s) sent.

(3) The Construction Manager shall make reasonable efforts to follow up the written notices sent to MBE/WBEs with telephone calls or personal visits in order to determine with certainty whether the MBE/WBEs were interested in performing the work. Phone logs or other documentation must be submitted to THE OWNER evidencing this effort.

(4) The Construction Manager shall make reasonable efforts to assist MBE/WBEs that need assistance in obtaining insurance, bonds, or lines of credit in order to perform work under the Contract, and shall provide THE OWNER with evidence that such efforts were made.

(5) The Construction Manager shall provide THE OWNER with a statement of the response received from each MBE/WBE solicited, including the reason for rejecting any MBE/WBE that submitted a proposal. 

(6) The Construction Manager shall take any additional measures reasonably requested by THE OWNER to meet the MBE/WBE participation goal(s) established for this Contract, including, without limitation, placing advertisements in appropriate media and trade association publications announcing the Construction Manager’s interest in obtaining proposals from MBE/WBEs, and/or sending written notification to MBE/WBE economic development assistance agencies, trade groups and other organizations notifying them of the project and of the work available to be subcontracted to MBE/WBEs. 


B.  If the Construction Manager is unable to meet the MBE/WBE participation goals for this Contract because there is a change or reduction in MBE/WBE and after complying fully with each of the requirements of paragraph “A” above, and the Construction Manager is otherwise in full compliance with the terms of this Article, THE OWNER may reduce the MBE/WBE participation goals for this Contract to the extent that such goals cannot be achieved. 

10. Suspension of Payment and/or Performance for Noncompliance
   A.  If at any time during the performance of this Contract, THE OWNER determines or has reason to believe that (1) there has been a change or reduction in any MBE/WBE Work which will result in the Construction Manager failing to meet the MBE/ WBE participation goal(s) for this Contract, other than a reduction in MBE/WBE Work resulting from a change in the Contract work ordered by THE OWNER, and (2) the Construction Manager has failed to comply fully with all of the terms and conditions of paragraphs 1 through 9 above, THE OWNER may:

(1) Suspend payment to the Construction Manager of an amount equal to the value of the work which was to have been performed by an MBE/WBE pursuant to the Construction Manager’s Schedule for Participation by Minority/Women Business Enterprises but which was not so performed, in order to ensure that sufficient Contract funds will be available if liquidated damages are assessed pursuant to paragraph 11, and/or 

(2) Suspend the Construction Manager’s performance of this Contract in whole or in part.

   B.  THE OWNER shall give the Construction Manager prompt written notice of any action taken pursuant to paragraph A above and shall give the Construction Manager and any other interested party, including any MBE/WBEs, an opportunity to present evidence to THE OWNER that the Construction Manager is in compliance with the requirements of this Article, or that there is some justifiable reason for waiving the requirements of this Article in whole or in part. Upon a showing that the Construction Manager is in full compliance with the requirements of this Article, or that the Construction Manager has met or will meet the MBE/WBE participation goals for this Contract, THE OWNER shall release any funds withheld pursuant to clause A(1) above, and lift any suspension of the Contractor’s performance under clause A(2) above. 

11. Liquidated Damages; Termination
   A.  If payment by THE OWNER or performance by the Construction Manager is suspended by THE OWNER as provided in paragraph 10 above, THE OWNER shall have the following rights and remedies if the Construction Manager thereafter fails to take all action necessary to bring the Construction Manager into full compliance with the requirements of this Article, or if full compliance is no longer possible because the default of the Construction Manager is no longer susceptible to cure, if the Construction Manager fails to take such other action as may be required by THE OWNER to meet the MBE/WBE participation goals set forth in this Contract: 

(1) THE OWNER may terminate this Contract, and/or 

(2) THE OWNER may retain from final payment to the Construction Manager, as liquidated damages, an amount equal to the difference between (x) the total of the MBE/WBE participation goals set forth in this Contract, and (y) the amount of MBE/WBE participation credit earned by the Construction Manager for MBE/WBE Work performed under this Contract as determined by THE OWNER, the parties agreeing that the damages for failure to meet the MBE/WBE participation goals are difficult to determine and that the foregoing amount to be retained by THE OWNER represents the parties’ best estimate of such damages.  Any liquidated damages will be assessed separately for MBE and WBE participation.

  
B. Before exercising its rights and remedies hereunder, THE OWNER may, but THE OWNER shall not be obligated to, give the Construction Manager and any other interested party another opportunity to present evidence to THE OWNER that the Contractor is in compliance with the requirements of this Article or that there is some justifiable reason for waiving the requirements of this Article in whole or in part. THE OWNER may invite SOMWBA and the Massachusetts Commission Against Discrimination to participate in any proceedings undertaken hereunder.

12. Reporting Requirements 

The Construction Manager shall submit to THE OWNER all information or documentation that is necessary in the judgment of THE OWNER to ascertain whether or not the Construction Manager has complied with any of the provisions of this Article. 

13. Awarding Authority’s Right to Waive Provisions of this Article in Whole or In Part

THE OWNER reserves the right to waive any provision or requirement of this Article if THE OWNER determines that such waiver is justified and in the public interest. No such waiver shall be effective unless in writing and signed by THE OWNER.  No other action or inaction by THE OWNER shall be construed as a waiver of any provision of this Article.
