CONDITIONS, REQUIREMENTS AND SPECIFICATIONS TO FURNISH 

AND DELIVER A TWENTY ONE OR TWENTY TWO FOOT PUMPOUT BOAT TO THE SALEM HARBORMASTER, SALEM, MASS. 

1.
This bid request is solicited to the General Public and a Contract will be awarded pursuant to the rules set forth in Chapter 30B of the Massachusetts General Laws and subject to approval by the Mayor of Salem, Mass.
The Bid Package must be received at the Purchasing Agent's Office, 120 Washington Street, 3rd Floor, Salem, MA 01970 on or before 10:00 AM, August 13, 2008.

All bids shall be complete, factual, and signed by an authorized officer of the Bidder's Company, on both the Cover Sheet and Bid Form, (if any). The Purchasing Agent may reject any bid which is not properly signed, not according to prescribed form, incomplete, or otherwise contrary to instructions.
2.
The envelope containing the bid and required information must be sealed and marked with bidder's name, description of bid, bid number and date of opening. The Bid Total must be filled in on the front of the Cover Sheet provided.

3.
All bidders must sign attestation clause regarding Massachusetts State tax returns and certificate of non-collusion and submit it with their bid. Failure to sign or not submit the certificate will be cause for that Bid to be rejected.

4. A bidder may correct, modify, or withdraw a bid by sealed, written notice clearly marked as a correction, modification, or withdrawal and received in the Office of the Salem Purchasing Agent prior to the time and date set for the bid opening.

5.
The builder without owner representation may conduct preliminary sea trials. The initial start-up and preliminary trials shall be observed by a representative of the engine manufacturer to ensure that engines are installed to their satisfaction. Oil pressure, cooling water temperature, gear oil pressure, exhaust temperature, fuel pressure and exhaust backpressure shall be observed and recorded. 

6.
The successful bidder shall deliver the boat FOB Destination to the Salem Harbormaster at Salem, Mass. within 180 days after contract award. Acceptance will be at Salem, Mass.

7.
The successful bidder, at time of delivery and acceptance, shall furnish a sturdy loose-leaf binder containing all operating manuals for engines, equipment, and electrical systems furnished by equipment manufacturers.

8.
The successful bidder shall guarantee the boat material and workmanship for a period of one year from acceptance with the exception of the basic hull and deck which will be guaranteed for a period of not less than ten (10) years against any material and workmanship defects brought on by normal usage in the field for which the boat is intended. The successful bidder shall obtain, prior to delivery and or acceptance of boat, for the owner, satisfactory factory warranty service from the engine, equipment and electrical systems vendors or manufacturers. 

9.
The specifications, terms, conditions, and detailed requirements will become part of any contract that results from this Bid Solicitation. Additional contract conditions and requirements applicable to the procurement are incorporated in Exhibit A, attached hereto.

10.
Failure to respond to this bid, either with prices or by returning a "no bid" response, will result in the bidder not automatically receiving bid materials for future similar bid requests.

11. BID DEPOSIT  

Each bid must be accompanied by a Certified Check, Cashier's Check, or a Bid Bond in the amount of five percent (5%) of the total bid, payable to the City of Salem.  The successful bidder's check will be forfeited as liquidated damages in the case that the successful bidder fails or refuses to sign a contract, for sale of the solicited boat, within Ten Days after date of Notice of Intent to Award.

Bid Deposits will be return within ten-(10) days after Contract Award.

12.
All bids meeting bid requirements and conditions may be held by the City of Salem for a period not to exceed thirty-(30) days from the date of the opening of bids for the purpose of reviewing the bids and investigating the qualifications of bidders, prior to the awarding of the contract.

13.
At the time and place fixed for opening of bids, the City will cause to be opened and publicly read aloud every bid received within the time set for receiving bids, irrespective of any irregularities therein.  Bidders and other persons properly interested may be present, in person or by representative.

14.
The City of Salem reserves the right to reject any and all bids and to waive any informality in bids received whenever such rejection or waiver is in its best interest.

15.
The successful bidder agrees to indemnify, save harmless, and defend the City from and against any and all liabilities, claims, penalties, forfeitures, suits, and the costs and expenses incident thereto (including costs of defense, settlement, and reasonable attorneys fees), which it may hereafter incur, become responsible for, or pay out as a result of death or bodily injuries to any person, destruction or damage to any property, contamination of or adverse effects on the environment, or any violation of governmental laws, regulation, or orders caused, in whole or in part, by the Contractor's employees, or it's agents or servants, in the performance of this Contract.

16.
Information accompanying any item on the bid list which references a supplier's catalog part or order number, or gives a trade name or a brand name, or which may be reasonably implied from the descriptions thereof, was furnished by the City of Salem in order to establish their standard for quality and or performance of the product and not to limit participation by any bidder.  The Purchasing Agent, as Chief Procurement Officer, finds that for said items there are a sufficient number of suppliers in the marketplace, such that a suitable number of competitive prices can be obtained as a result of this bid, not withstanding the specifications which may be read as proprietary in nature. Any Boat proposed other than what is specified must be at least equal in function, quality, durability, ease of use and performance. The City of Salem will be the sole judge of whether the Boat proposed by the Bidder meets the specification of this solicited Bid Request.

17.
The successful bidder, at its expense, must have sufficient Insurance and provide the City of Salem written proof of said insurance at the time of contract award. Additionally, the successful bidder, at its expense shall obtain and maintain builder’s risk insurance covering risk of loss, during design, construction, sea trials and delivery and acceptance. Written proof of such insurance shall be delivered to the City of Salem at time of contract award. Any State and Federal mandated insurance for this service not specified below must also be provided.

18.  No cancellation(s) of such insurance, whether by the insurer or by the insured party shall be valid unless written notice thereof is given by the parties proposing cancellation to the other party and to the City of Salem at least fifteen (15) days prior to the intended effective date thereof, which date shall be expressed in said notice, which shall be sent by registered mail, return receipt requested. These provisions shall apply to the legal representative(s), trustee in bankruptcy, receiver, assignee, trustee, and successor(s) in interest of the Contractor.
All insurance coverage shall be at the sole expense of the Contractor and shall be placed with such company as may be acceptable to the City of Salem and shall constitute a material part of the contract documents.

Failure to provide and continue in force such insurance as aforesaid shall be deemed a material breach of the contract, and may constitute sufficient grounds for immediate termination of the same.

19. Any questions regarding any aspect of the Bid Request must be communicated, in writing, to the Purchasing Agent. It is in the bidder's best interest to address any questions in writing as soon as possible to allow for a complete response by the City. All questions must be received at the Purchasing Agent's office no later than Seven Days prior to the Bid Opening Date. All written responses to questions will be forwarded to all Bidders of record.

20. The City of Salem is exempt from paying all taxes, a Tax Exempt Certificate will be sent to the successful bidder upon request.

21. Payment shall be made for Goods received, Thirty- (30) days after acceptance of the boat and receipt of a reasonably detailed invoice.
FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH THE ABOVE CONDITIONS, REQUIREMENTS AND SPECIFICATIONS OR ANY ATTACHED CONDITIONS, REQUIREMENTS OR SPECIFICATIONS MAY BE JUSTIFICATION TO REJECT ANY BID AS INCOMPLETE.

Salem Harbormaster Pumpout Boat Specs:

Hull Construction:

Vessel must be constructed of commercial quality FRP

Length: should be between 21’ and 22’

Beam: should be around 8½’ no more than 9’

Transom height: should be at least 25”

Deadrise: 17.5 degrees at transom, 40 degrees at the bow

Lay-up: needs to be comprised of alternate laminates of chop fiber and 24oz woven roving

Roving constructions layers:


Keel – 6 layers


Bottom – 3 layers


Chine – 5 layers


Sides – 2 layers 

Gel coat finish has to be at least 20 mils

Transom: should be closed cell foam board material

Flotation: Hull and deck should contain not less than 35 cubic feet of 2.5 CB density polyethylene foam placed symmetrically about the vessel so as to prevent rollover if cockpit is swamped or submersion if hull integrity is breached or a combination of the above occurs. There can be no gaps in between FRP laminate and the Foam Cavity. 

Deck:


Dry-deck flooring


Extreme 2000 composite decking


Anti skid grated flooring


Deck mounted watertight gas fill and control tube mounts

Deck Hardware, fittings and fasteners: 

Shall be marine grade stainless steel through bolted with fended washers and aircraft type locking nuts. Capacity of these items must be able to handle the capacity of two times the weight of the vessel when fully loaded. Minimum of three cleats on either side of boat. 

Windshield: 

Welded aluminum frame, safety composite windshield, with integral horizontal and vertical handrails. Must be through bolted to console to provide optimum loading from all directions and can have nothing less than 6 ¼” Stainless Steel fasteners with fender washers and aircraft lock nuts equally spaced about the base

Console: 


Center consol with forward built in seat

Steering: hydraulic steering

Fuel Tank: should be built in rotational molded fuel tank 50+ gallons

Sewage tank: 


Should be a Bellow Deck baffle tank with removable cover


No less than 300 gallons


Must have vertical overhead vent pipe 

Pump: 

Edson Electric Peristaltic diaphragm pump (in lieu of standard gas pump)


Location of pump should be inside of console

Fendering:

Inflatable bumpers on fixed through hull mounted eyes
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Accessories:

Leaning Post: center mounted with two storage compartments


Electric fuel gauge

Console mounted fire extinguisher compartments


Electric tank gauge with overfill alarm


Dual Battery switch and wiring

De-watering attachments, including nozzles, fittings, and draining wand. 

Flush mounted compass 

USCG safety package (anchor, chain, line, 4 life jackets, 4dock lines, air horn, fire extinguisher, life ring, and flare kit.)
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
