1. This bid request is solicited to the general public and a contract will be awarded pursuant to the rules set forth in Chapter 30, Section 39M of the Massachusetts General Laws, and subject to approval of the Mayor of the City of Salem, Massachusetts. 

2.   The envelope containing the bid and required information must be sealed and marked with bidder's name, description of bid, bid number and date of opening. The Bidder must sign the bottom of the Bid Cover Sheet, as well as the attached Bid Form.
3.   All bidders must sign attestation clause regarding Massachusetts State tax returns and certificate of non-collusion and submit it with their Bid.

4.   A bidder may correct, modify, or withdraw a bid by sealed, written notice clearly marked as a correction, modification, or withdrawal and received in the Office of the Salem Purchasing Agent prior to the time and date set for the bid opening.

5.   Additional contract conditions and requirements applicable to the procurement are incorporated in the Technical Specifications, attached hereto.

6.   Failure to respond to this bid, either with prices or by returning a "no bid" response, will result in the bidder not automatically receiving bid materials for any future solicitations of this nature.

7.   Bid quotations must be made on the Bid Form and show the net delivered cost to the City of Salem on the front of the Cover Sheet.  

8.   Each bid must be accompanied by a Certified Check, Cashier's Check, Postal Money Order or a Bid Bond in the amount of five percent (5%) of the total amount bid, payable to the City of Salem.  The Successful Bidder’s check will be forfeited as liquidated damages in the case that the Successful Bidder fails or refuses to sign a contract for the solicited goods and services within Ten (10) business days after the Successful Bidder receives Notice of Award. At the time of contract award, the successful bidder shall present to the Purchasing Agent, a 50% Payment Bond issued by a company licensed by the Massachusetts Division of Insurance.
9.   At the time and place fixed for opening of bids, the City will cause to be opened and publicly read aloud every bid received within the time set for receiving bids, irrespective of any irregularities therein.  Bidders and other persons properly interested may be present, in person or by representative.

10. All material, equipment and labor is FOB City of Salem, Mass.

11. 
Payment shall be made for Goods and Services received and accepted Thirty (30) days after receipt of a reasonably detailed invoice.

12.   
The contract will be awarded within 30 days of the date of the bid opening   to the responsive and responsible bidder with the lowest Bid Total.

13.      Information accompanying any item on this bid which references a supplier's catalog part or order number, or gives a trade name or a brand name, or which may be reasonably implied from the descriptions thereof, was furnished by the City in order to establish their standard for quality and or performance of the product and not to limit participation by any bidder. The Purchasing Agent, as Chief Procurement Officer, finds that for said items there are a sufficient number of suppliers in the marketplace, such that a suitable number of competitive prices can be obtained as a result of this bid, not withstanding the specifications which may be read as proprietary in nature.

14.
The Bid package must be delivered or sent and received at Office of the Purchasing Agent, 120 Washington Street, 3rd floor, Salem MA 01970 on or before 10:00 AM, February 11, 2009.

All Bids shall be complete, factual, and signed by an authorized officer of the Bidder’s company on both the cover page and the attached Bid Form (if any).  The Purchasing Agent may reject any bid, which is not properly signed, according to prescribed form, incomplete, or otherwise contrary to instructions.

The Bidder must fill in all unit prices and provide all the information requested in this bid.  

17.
All information provided by the Bidder must be typewritten.

18.
Any questions regarding any aspect of the Bid must be communicated in writing to the Purchasing Department.  It is in the bidder’s best interest to address these questions in writing as soon as possible to allow for a complete response by the City.  All questions must be received at the Purchasing Agent’s office no later than Seven (7) days prior to bid opening. All written responses to questions will be forwarded to all bidders of record who had received the request for bids. 

19.
Any goods or services proposed other than what is specified must be at least equal in function, quality, durability, ease of use, and performance. Any function of feature specified cannot be omitted, unless the Bidder expressly states why the proposed function or feature operates in a manner that serves the functions and objectives set forth in the specifications equally well. In such cases, the Bidder must explicitly state the function or feature that is omitted. The City of Salem shall be the sole judge of whether the goods or services proposed by the Bidder meets the specification of this Bid.

20.
There must be no assignments to third parties unless expressly agreed to in writing by the City of Salem

21.
The City of Salem is exempt from all taxes.

22. The specifications, terms, conditions, and detailed requirements will become part of any contract that results from this bid request.

23. The City of Salem reserves the right to observe a demonstration of the successful bidder’s water meter before any award is made. 

24.   Insurance Coverage: 

General - The Successful Bidder shall before commencing performance of the Contract shall be responsible for providing and maintaining insurance coverage in force for the life of the Contract of the kind and in adequate amounts to secure all of the obligations under the Contract and with insurance companies licensed to write insurance in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.  All such insurance carried shall not be less than the kinds and amounts designated herein, and the Successful Bidder agrees that the stipulation herein of the kinds and limits of coverage shall in no way limit the liability of the Successful Bidder to any such kinds and amounts of insurance coverage.  All policies issued shall indemnify and save harmless the City of Salem, its agents and employees from any and all claims for damages to persons or property as may arise out of the performance of this Contract and shall list the City of Salem as additional insured on the policy.

Failure to provide and continue in force such insurance as aforesaid shall be deemed a material breach of this Contract, and may constitute sufficient grounds for immediate termination of the same.  All insurance maintained as provided for in the above shall be taken out and maintained at the sole expense of the Successful Bidder. Proof of such insurance shall be delivered to the Purchasing Agent within Five (5) days from the date of the Notice of Award and renewed on an annual basis. 

No cancellations of such insurance, whether by the insurer or by the insured party shall be valid unless written notice thereof is given by the parties proposing cancellation to the other party and to the City of Salem at least fifteen- (15) days prior to the intended effective date thereof, which date shall be expressed in said notice, which shall be sent by registered mail, return receipt requested.  These provisions shall apply to the legal representatives, trustee in bankruptcy, receiver, assignee, trustee, and the successor in interest of the Successful Bidder.

Successful Bidder's Comprehensive General Public Liability and Property Damage Liability Insurance - The Successful Bidder shall carry Comprehensive General Liability Insurance providing for a limit of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injury to or death of one person, and subject to that limit for each person, a total limit of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injuries or death of two or more persons in any one accident;  and Successful Bidder's  Comprehensive Property Damage Liability Insurance providing for a limit of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of injury to or destruction of property in any one accident, and subject to that limit per accident, a total ( or aggregate ) limit or not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of injury to or destruction of property during the policy period.

The Successful Bidder shall carry Workman's Compensation Insurance as prescribed under Massachusetts Law.

All insurance coverage shall be placed with such company as may be acceptable to the City of Salem and shall constitute a material part of the Contract documents.

Comprehensive Automotive Liability and Property Damage Insurance- 

The Successful Bidder shall carry comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance covering all owned vehicles, hired vehicles or non-owned vehicles under the control of the Successful Bidder while performing work under this Contract in the amount of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injuries to or death of one person and subject to that limit for each person, a total of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injuries to or death of two or more persons in any one accident;  and Property Damage coverage in the amount of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of injury to or destruction of property.

The Bidder agrees by submitting a bid to indemnify, save harmless, and defend the City from and against any and all liabilities, claims, penalties, forfeitures, suits, and the costs and expenses incident thereto (including costs of defense, settlement, and reasonable attorneys fees), which it may hereafter incur, become responsible for, or pay out as a result of death or bodily injuries to any person, destruction or damage to any property, contamination of or adverse effects on the environment, or any violation of governmental laws, regulation, or orders caused, in whole or in part, by the Bidder’s employees, or it's agents or servants, in the performance of this Contract.

26.
Decisions of the Awarding Authority on interpretation of specifications, approval of equipment, material or any other approval, or progress of the work, shall be made promptly and no later than thirty days after the written submission for decision; but if such decision requires extended investigation and study, the awarding authority, architect or engineer shall within thirty days after the receipt of the submission, give the party making the submission written notice of the reasons why the decision cannot be made within the thirty day period and the date by which the decision will be made.

Subcontractors.   


a.
The Successful Bidder shall not hire any subcontractor without the written approval of the City's Purchasing Agent.


b.   The Successful Bidder shall be fully responsible to the City for the acts and omissions of his subcontractor, and of persons either directly or indirectly employed by them, as he is for the acts and omissions of persons directly employed by him.


c.   Nothing contained in the contract shall create any contractual relation between any subcontractor and the City of Salem.


d.
The Successful Bidder shall cause appropriate provision to be inserted in all subcontracts relative to the work to require compliance by each subcontractor with the application provisions of the Contract for the improvements embraced in the site preparation.

28.
Federal & State Laws.   The bidder's attention is directed to the fact that all applicable Federal and State Laws and applicable Municipal Ordinances, and the rules and regulations of all authorities having jurisdiction over construction of the contract shall apply to the Contract throughout, and they will be deemed to be included in the Contract the same as though herein written out in full. 

29.
Interpretations.   Any questions regarding the contract documents shall be referred to the Purchasing Agent in writing at least five working days prior to the date and time for receipt of bids.  All answers and interpretations and any changes to the documents will be issued in the form of addenda from the Purchasing Office to all bidders of record and the addenda shall become part of the contract documents.  No other form of communication in this regard will be considered legal and binding.

30. Statement of Work.   Except as otherwise specifically stated in the contract documents and Technical Specifications, the Successful Bidder shall secure, at its own expense, all necessary permits and licenses and comply with all city and state codes and regulations. And provide and pay for all materials, equipment, labor, tools, temporary construction of every nature, charges, levies, fees, or other expenses incurred and all other services and facilities of every nature whatsoever for his performance of the Contract within the specified time, and required for this project. The Successful Bidder must provide all materials and equipment free of any lien, claim or encumbrance.

31.
Termination of Contract

a. If the Successful Bidder is adjudged bankrupt, or if he/she makes a general assignment for the benefit of his creditors, or if a receiver is appointed on account of his insolvency, or if he persistently or repeatedly refuses or fails, except in cases for which extension of time is provided, to supply enough properly skilled workmen or proper materials, or if he/she fails to make prompt payment to subcontractor or for materials or labor, or persistently disregards laws, ordinances, rules, regulations, or orders of any public authority having jurisdiction, or otherwise is guilty of a substantial violation of a provision of the Contract Documents, then the City, by written notice to the Successful Bidder, may terminate the Successful Bidder’s right to proceed with the work.  Upon such termination, the City may take over the work and prosecute the same to completion, by contract or otherwise, and the Successful Bidder and his/her sureties shall be liable to the City for any additional cost incurred by the City in its completion of the work and they shall also be liable to the City for liquidated damages for any delay in the completion of the work as provided below.  If the Successful Bidder’s right to proceed is terminated, the City may take possession of and utilize in completing the work such materials, tools, equipment, and plant as may be on the site of the work and necessary therefore.

32. Performance Period: This will be a one year contract, with the City of Salem having the sole option to renew this contract for an additional two years, in one year increments.

I.
SCOPE OF THE WORK

Work under this contract consists of removal and disposal of bituminous concrete and replacement of paving materials to include pavement patching and textured surfacing as specified below.  The contractor will provide all equipment, labor, and materials necessary to do the work specified below. The prices given shall be valid until February 30, 2011.

II.
General Requirements

All work by the contractor will be directed by the City through it’s Director of Public Services (Director).

Schedule of Work: There are many areas in the City where this work may be used and not all may be identified at the time of the bids being received.  As a result, the City will direct the contractor to areas of work on an area-by-area basis.  Subsequent to that direction and subject to the Director's approval, the contractor shall submit a schedule for the proposed work within 10 days of notification of work areas by the City. 

Unless otherwise authorized by the Director, areas repaired for paving (i.e.: pavement patching and/or textured surfacing) will not be left unpaved for more than three days.

The contractor shall not use any hydrant without the expressed permission of the Salem Water Department (744-3302).  Only the City of Salem Water Department is authorized to open or close a hydrant.  Each time a hydrant is used, the contractor is responsible for notifying Salem Fire at 744-1235.  An auxiliary valve must be installed on the hydrant and the hydrant must be opened fully.  Appropriate backflow devices must also be used with the hydrant.  

Public Notification: The contractor shall provide and post signs on each street where work is to be done, twenty-four hours prior to the beginning of any work in a City right-of-way.  Signs should not be posted more than 24 hours in advance unless the contractor is 100% certain work will be performed at the time stated on the sign.  

The signs will have a minimum size of 11"x17". The signs will have a white face with bold, red print indicating to all residents that their cars must be off the street by the stated paving date and time.  The signs are to be adequately and appropriately posted so as to maximize public notification on the street and are to be posted no more than 75 feet apart.  The signs are to remain in place until the work is completed and the street is again accessible. No signs shall be mechanically fastened to any tree.  Tape or string is acceptable.  The tree warden will impose fines for any damage to trees.

The invalidity or unenforceability of any provisions in this proposed agreement shall not affect the validity or enforceability of all other provisions contained within.

The City may make any such inquiry or conduct investigation necessary to determine whether the contractor possesses the ability to perform and complete the work described herein, without delays.  Prospective contractors will be required to satisfy the City that they have sufficient expertise, experience, capital, plant, equipment, and materials together with an appropriately trained workforce in this class of work.  The City reserves the right to determine the lowest responsible and eligible bidder based on the requirements set forth and retains sole jurisdiction in the interpretation and administration of this contract.

II.
PAYMENT & PROCEDURE
A.
PAVEMENT REMOVAL:

1.   Payment: Shall be made by per inch of material removed as measured in the field, at the rates listed on the attached Bid Form.  

2. Procedure: Removal of the hardened pavement will be required to address and correct existing structural and/or surface deficiencies as determined by the City.

This Item (A) is preparatory to Item B and/or Item C (specifications immediately following) and may be required on demand by the City in emergencies, or where conditions warrant.  The contractor will be required to adhere to this prerequisite, in accordance with these specifications, at all times.

The work under this item consists of precutting, removal and disposal of the pavement only.  Item B and Item C, immediately following, provide for replacement of paving material(s) specified herein.

This procedure shall be performed in the following general manner:

a. The section(s) of pavement to be repaired and/or replaced shall be precut in neat straight lines by approved methods.

b. The existing area(s) to be repaired and/or replaced will usually require the removal of an additional, extended area of approximately twelve (12) inches on all sides, or as designated by the City.

c. Full depth excavation will be required where structural deficiencies exist.  The City will determine whether a full depth excavation is necessary.  When full depth excavation in not required, the existing pavement surface shall be removed to an approximate uniform depth of .75 inches.

d. The City will provide police protection when necessary.  The contractor will be responsible for furnishing and placing a sufficient number of safety cones to adequately protect all work zones, and to insure the orderly flow of vehicular and pedestrian traffic.

e. The contractor shall immediately remove all residues resulting from this work.  All excavated material(s) must be disposed of in a proper manner.  There will be no additional compensation for the disposal of excavated materials.  

f. All work sites must be properly prepared in accordance with relevant Massachusetts Highway Department (MHD) standards, in conjunction with the appropriate material manufacturer’s requirements.

g. All work area(s) where the pavement has been removed must be left in neat and clean condition, satisfactory to the City during and at the end of each work day.

B.
PAVEMENT PATCHING:

1.
Payment: Shall be made by per inch of material removed as measured in the field, at the rates listed on the attached Bid Form.  

2. Procedure: The contractor shall be responsible for the placement of specified paving material(s) in previously prepared sections of pavement as described in Item A.  All bituminous concrete patches will consist of replacement material(s) in accordance with MHD standards and in kind, with the existing pavement.  Where full depth pavement removal is required, and the subject area extends the entire width of the roadway, the contractor will be required to perform bituminous patching the same day.
Bituminous concrete patches shall be performed in the following general manner:

a. Before any installation of the bituminous concrete, the contractor shall clean the vertical surface of excavated pavement.  The specified modified emulsion shall then be brush applied to these areas, where a high heat thermal bond cannot be achieved.

b. Approved gradations of bituminous concrete in accordance with MHD standards and consistent with the existing pavement, shall be obtained from solid metallic, thermostatically controlled, heated asphalt storage containers capable of maintaining the paving materials at plant manufactured temperatures, throughout the working day.  No section of the inside skin temperature may exceed 325 degrees Fahrenheit to avoid hot spots.

c. Under this Item(B) the contractor will be required to properly install and compact the specified bituminous concrete(s) to the depth and type as warranted by  the existing pavement condition and as approved by the City.  All asphalt concrete paving materials are to be placed in compacted layers of no more than two(2”) inches, at an installation temperature of not less than 200 degrees Fahrenheit.  All bituminous concrete patches shall be of a composition consistent with the adjacent undisturbed pavement structure and compacted to a total depth as directed and approved.

d. For areas where surface repairs have been previously determined to adequately address the existing pavement defect, and the proper corresponding preparation and removal has been performed under Item A, the contractor will be required to resurface these sections of pavement by applying a uniform compacted cover layer consisting of a minimum of .75 inches of the appropriate specified bituminous concrete.

e. For full depth structural repairs, when a resin-based texturized surface (as outlined in Item C) is required, the contractor will be instructed to install and compact the bituminous concrete uniformly to within .75 inches of the adjacent pavement surface. This measure will allow for a sufficient surface recession, as recommended by the manufacturer, to fill this area with the specified hot-applied resin-based compound.

f. When a texturized surface is not required, the contractor will be instructed to install and compact the bituminous concrete level and consistent with the adjacent pavement surface.

g. Compaction will be achieved by mechanical means sufficient to attain a density similar to the surrounding existing pavement.

h. All completed bituminous concrete patches that are required to be installed level with the surrounding pavement surfaces must also be sealed at the butted joint with the specified emulsion to prevent water intrusion and insure a more durable bond.

i. Immediately after the surface of the butted joint is sealed, approved mineral filler shall be broadcast over the entire surface area occupied by the newly completed bituminous concrete patch.  The mineral filler is intended to be absorbed into any remaining voids in the newly sealed surface joint and to prevent excessive tracking.

j. The City will provide police protection when necessary.  The contractor will be responsible for furnishing and placing a sufficient number of safety cones to adequately protect all work zones, and to insure the orderly flow of vehicular and pedestrian traffic.

All pavement patching must conform to the depth, strength, contour, and finish of the original pavement structure, unless otherwise directed by the City.

Replacement bituminous concrete, in accordance with Item B, will be normally installed within twenty-four (24) hours of the pavement removal.  In emergencies, or where warranted by the City, this service may be required on demand.  Contractor will be required to demonstrate the ability to adhere to this prerequisite, in accordance with these specifications, at all times.

C.
TEXTURIZED SURFACING:

1.
Payment: Shall be made by per square foot of material removed as measured in the field, at the rates listed on the attached Bid Form.  

2.
Procedure: The contractor shall be responsible for the preparation, placement and patterning of IMPRINT. IMPRINT is the synthetic paving material that shall be composed of hot-applied, resin-based compound formulated with a color stable pigment throughout, that can be surface textured to simulate hand laid brick, stone and/or masonry.

The contractor will be required to overlay IMPRINT in previously prepared receded pavement surfaces as described in Item A and/or other areas, as directed and approved by the City.

The contractor must be a manufacturer authorized applicator, experienced with this specialized system satisfactory to the City.

This work shall be performed in the following general manner:

a. Using manufacturer prescribed methods and equipment, the contractor shall adequately heat and uniformly mix the IMPRINT material(s) together.  The City will select the IMPRINT application color(s) from the available pigments supplied by the manufacturer.  Maximum heating temperature of the completed formulation is 440 degrees Fahrenheit.

b. The contractor shall then apply the heated, mixed IMPRINT material to the surface of a hardened, structurally sound bituminous concrete or cement concrete pavement, as directed. The IMPRINT material shall be spread to the desired build thickness (.75 inches) using specialized ironing tools, heated sufficiently to smooth the surface to a state of readiness for texturizing.  No material shall be applied when precipitation is present. 

c. The color and the surface pattern shall be in accordance with the design approved by the City.  Texturizing will be begin immediately after leveling has occurred, while the material is still hot enough to allow the mold selected, to adequately penetrate the surface and create the desired pattern or form.

d. Once the finished surface has cooled sufficiently, the application area may be opened to vehicular and/or pedestrian traffic.

e. Any residue resulting from this work shall be removed and disposed of in a proper manner.  The completed work area is to be left in a neat and clean condition, satisfactory to the City.

f. The City will provide police protection when necessary.  The contractor will be responsible for furnishing and placing a sufficient number of safety cones to adequately protect all work zones, and to insure the orderly flow of vehicular and pedestrian traffic.

The products used in this surfacing system shall meet the material specifications as described herein and conform to the minimum following physical and performance properties: hot-applied resin-based compound developed specifically for use on bituminous or cement concrete, with superior adhesion, flexibility and abrasion resistance characteristics, as well as color stability, chemical resistance and scrub ability.

Special care must be exercised by the contractor during the operation of work to save from harm and injury, any structure, public or private, situated above or below the surface and lying within the scope of the project.  If during the execution of the work, the contractor, through willfulness or carelessness, permits or causes any damage, the cost of satisfactory repair or replacement shall be the financial responsibility of the contractor.
