Bid Conditions, Requirements and Specifications to Furnish and Install Seven Pay & Display by Space parking Control Units
1.   This bid request is solicited to the General Public and a Contract will be awarded by the Purchasing Agent, pursuant to the rules set forth in Chapter 30B the Massachusetts General Laws, and subject to approval of the Mayor of Salem, Massachusetts.

2.   The envelope containing the bid and required information must be sealed and marked with bidder's name, description of bid, bid number and date of opening.

3.   All bidders must sign the attestation clause regarding Massachusetts State tax returns and certificate of non-collusion and submit with their Bid.

4.   A bidder may correct, modify, or withdraw a bid by sealed, written notice clearly marked as a correction, modification, or withdrawal and received in the Office of the Salem Purchasing Agent prior to the time and date set for the bid opening.

5.   Additional contract conditions and requirements applicable to the procurement are incorporated in Exhibit A, attached hereto.

6.   Failure to respond to this bid, either with prices or by returning a "no bid" response, will result in the bidder not automatically receiving bid materials for the next year's orders.

7.   Bid quotations must be made on the front of the Cover Sheet and show the net delivered cost to the City of Salem.

8.   Each bid must be accompanied by a Certified Check; Cashier's Check, or a Bid Bond in the amount of five percent (5%) of the Total Bid Amount, payable to the City of Salem.  The successful bidder's check will be forfeited as liquidated damages in the case that the Successful Bidder fails or refuses to sign a contract for the solicited services or goods within Ten (10) days after Notice of Award. 

9.   At the time and place fixed for opening of bids, the City will cause to be opened and publicly read aloud every bid received within the time set for receiving bids, irrespective of any irregularities therein.  Bidders and other persons properly interested may be present, in person or by representative.

10. All material, equipment and labor is FOB destination.
11.   The contract will be awarded within 30 days of the date of the bid opening to the responsive and responsible bidder with the lowest Bid Total.

12.   Insurance Coverage: 

General - The Successful Bidder shall before commencing performance of the Contract be responsible for providing and maintaining insurance coverage in force for the life of the Contract of the kind and in adequate amounts to secure all of the obligations under the Contract and with insurance companies licensed to write insurance in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.  All such insurance carried shall not be less than the kinds and amounts designated herein, and the Successful Bidder agrees that the stipulation herein of the kinds and limits of coverage shall in no way limit the liability of the Successful Bidder to any such kinds and amounts of insurance coverage.  All policies issued shall indemnify and save harmless the City of Salem, its agents and employees from any and all claims for damages to persons or property as may arise out of the performance of this Contract. 

Failure to provide and continue in force such insurance as aforesaid shall be deemed a material breach of this Contract, and may constitute sufficient grounds for immediate termination of the same.  All insurance maintained as provided for in the above shall be taken out and maintained at the sole expense of the Successful Bidder.

No cancellations of such insurance, whether by the insurer or by the insured party shall be valid unless written notice thereof is given by the parties proposing cancellation to the other party and to the City of Salem at least fifteen (15) days prior to the intended effective date thereof, which date shall be expressed in said notice, which shall be sent by registered mail, return receipt requested.  These provisions shall apply to the legal representatives, trustee in bankruptcy, receiver, assignee, trustee, and the successor in interest of the Successful Bidder.

Successful Bidder's Comprehensive General Public Liability and Property Damage Liability Insurance - The Successful Bidder shall carry Comprehensive General Liability Insurance providing for a limit of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injury to or death of one person, and subject to that limit for each person, a total limit of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injuries or death of two or more persons in any one accident;  and Successful Bidder's  Comprehensive Property Damage Liability Insurance providing for a limit of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ( $500,000.00 ) for all damages arising out of injury to or destruction of property in any one accident, and subject to that limit per accident, a total ( or aggregate ) limit or not less than One Million Dollars ( $1,000,000.00 ) for all damages arising out of injury to or destruction of property during the policy period.

All insurance coverage shall be placed with such company as may be acceptable to the City of Salem and shall constitute a material part of the Contract documents. Proof of such insurance shall be delivered to the Purchasing Agent at time of contract award.

Comprehensive Automotive Liability and Property Damage Insurance- 

The Successful Bidder shall carry comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance covering all owned vehicles, hired vehicles or non-owned vehicles under the control of the Successful Bidder while performing work under this Contract in the amount of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injuries to or death of one person and subject to that limit for each person, a total of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injuries to or death of two or more persons in any one accident;  and Property Damage coverage in the amount of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ( $500,000.00 ) for all damages arising out of injury to or destruction of property.

The Successful Bidder must have Workman’s Compensation Insurance in the amounts required under Massachusetts State Law. 

13.
The Bid package must be delivered to the City of Salem, Office of the Purchasing Agent, 120 Washington Street, Salem MA 01970 on or before 10:00 AM, April 1, 2009. Bids arriving after time and or date of bid opening will be rejected.  

14.
All Bids shall be complete, factual, and signed by an authorized officer of the Successful Bidder's company on both the cover page and the Bid Form (if any).

15.
The Successful Bidder must fill in all unit prices and provide all the information requested in this bid.  

16.
All information provided by the Successful Bidder must be typewritten.

17.
Performance of Period: All work must be completed within Ten working days from date of Notice to Proceed.

18.
Any questions regarding any aspect of the Bid must be communicated in writing to the Purchasing Department no later than Five business Days prior to the time of the bid opening date.  It is in all Bidder's best interest to address these questions in writing as soon as possible to allow for a complete response by the City.  All written responses to questions will be forwarded to all Bidders of record and will be posted on Salem’s website and Comm-Pass. 

19.
Each bidder should visit the site of the proposed work and fully acquaint himself with the existing conditions there and should fully inform himself as to the facilities involved.  The City will be fully justified in rejecting any claim based on facts with which he should have acquainted himself.  The submission of the bid shall be verification that the bidder has thoroughly examined the site and is aware of conditions as they now exist.
