Bid # K-44
1. RESERVATION

The City of Salem reserves the right to reject any or all bids, or any part thereof, and act in the best interests of the City of Salem and the Salem School Department.

2. GENERAL GUIDELINES
2.1    The term of the contract for providing bus transportation for the Salem School Department will be three (3) year school period for the period beginning 9/1/2009 and ending 8/31/2012.
2.2 
Each firm submitting a Bid shall have previous experience providing School Bus Transportation. The City of Salem, and its representatives reserve the right to investigate each and every bidder, including independently seeking references, to determine their organizational and financial capacity to provide the level and quality of service specified herein, as demonstrated by their previous service to other districts. The Purchasing Agent may disqualify any bidder who has defaulted or otherwise not fulfilled a school bus transportation contract within the past three years. 

2.3 
Nothing in this bid will preclude the City of Salem from using its own vehicles or those under its control for transportation of students, whenever it is in the interests of the City to do so.

2.4 
Questions arising from any of the documents comprising this bid solicitation must be submitted in writing to the Purchasing Agent at least five (5) business days prior to the scheduled time of the bid opening. Written answers by the Purchasing Agent will be on file in his office for review. If an addendum must be given, it will be reviewed by the appropriate authorities and sent to all bidders of record.

3 RESPONSIBILITIES AND AGREEMENTS 

3.1 
School buses shall be available for the exclusive use of the Salem School Department during scheduled hours to be determined by the Superintendent or his authorized representative.

3.2 
The successful bidder shall cooperate with the School Department to make available such information as may be required to schedule buses, complete reports and surveys, and anything relating to the transportation of the school children of Salem.

3.3 
No student who either resides outside the City of Salem or who attends school outside the City of Salem is eligible to be bused under this agreement.

3.4 
The successful bidder shall provide a telephone number at the dispatching office which shall be used for communicating with the School Department. The base station/dispatching office shall be manned continuously by the successful bidder's personnel on days in which school is in session. Additionally, the successful bidder shall also make available a twenty-four hour, seven day emergency answering page service. 

3.5 
For one week in October and one week in May, the successful bidder agrees to provide two buses between 9:30 and 1:30 for emergency evacuation drills. There will be no charge for this service.

3.6 INDEMNIFICATION CLAUSE

The successful bidder agrees to hold harmless the owner, the Salem School Committee, the City of Salem, its agents, employees, or representatives from and against all claims, damages, losses and expenses, including attorney's fees, arising out of or resulting from the performance of the work under this contract.

3.7 
The successful bidder shall designate by name and position a particular staff member who shall be assigned to coordinate transportation arrangements under the contract and to carry out instructions submitted by the School Department from time to time.

4 BUS ROUTES & SCHEDULES
4.1 
The parties shall agree to the following definitions:


a) A school bus route is a group of stops terminating at a school serviced by a single bus.


b) A trip consists of one or more routes or duties assigned to a school bus during a consecutive time period as specified in the bid form (AM, PM, and Noon).


c) Time and mileage for a trip are measured from the point at which the first child enters the bus to the point at which the last child leaves the bus. The distance to/from garaging location is not included in school bus mileage.

4.2 
The Superintendent, or his designee, shall have the authority, subject to the review and approval of the School Committee, to establish all routes; to make such changes as deemed necessary in adjusting same, increasing or decreasing the number of trips, or making such other accommodation as may be necessary for safe and convenient service. These adjustments by the contracting parties are to occur at the beginning of each school year or at the time such adjustment seems imperative in the interest of proper service. The School Department reserves the right to adjust routes and schedules whenever it is in the interest of the School Department to do so. Any such changes shall not conflict with the terms of the contract.

4.3 
It is agreed by both contracting parties that the discharge of any particular route as a result of any law or any vote of the School Committee shall terminate the portion of the contract for that particular route upon thirty (30) days notice by the School Committee.

4.4 
The successful bidder agrees to the following:


a) A copy of specific bus routes shall be maintained in each vehicle for quick reference by the driver.


b) Drivers shall be required to keep accurate timepieces in their vehicles at all times during their tour of duty.

4.5 
The successful bidder agrees to furnish the name of a single individual who will be available to the Superintendent or his designee, at all times for the purpose of conferences and consultations relative to bus routes, bus schedules, bus stops, pupil behavior, billing and other related matters. Within the week prior to the start of the school year, the successful bidder shall furnish to the School Department, the names or the operators of the school buses and the routes they will drive. The successful bidder shall agree that all routes will be driven for training purposes by the appropriate driver at least three days before the start of school. Immediately thereafter, the successful bidder shall report to the measured mileage for each individual route from first pickup to last drop and the driving time/mileage for the trip from first pickup to last drop. 

4.6 
If for any reason a bus cannot be operated on any school day the successful bidder agrees to provide suitable alternative insured bus transportation without additional charge.

4.7 
Buses must be available from the successful bidder such that, in the event of a vehicle breakdown or a missed bus run, a substitute bus will arrive at the scene of the breakdown, or begin the missed run within fifteen (15) minutes. The successful bidder will be given an opportunity to assure the City of Salem of the arrangements made for garaging the buses within this response time limit.

4.8 
The School Department estimates that the number of buses required for the 2009-10 school year will be twelve (12). The number of buses may be adjusted upward or downward by the Superintendent or his designee based on the needs of the Salem School Department, not to exceed an increase of two (2) buses over the original quantity bid (ten) as per Ch 30B.

4.9 
The successful bidder shall keep the Superintendent or his authorized representative informed of any event which might result in a deviation from the bus schedule as provided. Notification to the School Department should be made as soon as the successful bidder becomes aware that normal schedules will be affected. 

4.10 All information concerning the School calendar for the Salem School Department and for each private and parochial school shall be provided through the Superintendent's designee, including the closing of any schools because of inclement weather or other reason.

4.11 The successful bidder shall transport students for a normal school year not to exceed 190 days, according to the school calendars, with the provision that the Committee reserves the right to change these calendars as conditions warrant. No payments will be made for days included in the usual school recess, holidays, or days in which schools are closed because of weather or any other emergency condition or for any other reason whatsoever. Payment will be made only for buses actually used when classes are called off in any school, resulting in the need for fewer buses.

4.12 The successful bidder agrees that on each school day when school is kept for one session or any portion of a day, he will have his buses at the school premises at the time set by the Superintendent or his designee.

4.14 The School Committee reserves the right to change the present schedule of school hours, and the successful bidder agrees to rearrange the pickups accordingly.

4.15 The successful bidder is to report to school authorities as soon as possible any event or circumstance that causes an unavoidable delay or in any way interferes with the proper performance of a scheduled trip.

5 EQUIPMENT
5.1 
The successful bidder shall provide all necessary equipment, and he shall maintain his buses in a manner which will contribute properly to the safety and to the comfort of the students, especially during inclement weather or when road conditions are hazardous.

5.2 
All vehicles must meet the requirements of Chapter 878 of the Mass Acts of 1976 and Federal Standard 27.

5.3 
Bidders shall agree to use buses which conform to the general laws of the Commonwealth of Mass relating to the transportation of school children. All buses to be used must pass an inspection by the Registry of Motor Vehicles, prior to August 15th of each year that this contract is in effect.

5.4 
No bus used during the life of the contract shall be older than six (6) years old, based on the date of manufacture. All bidders shall include with their bids a list of vehicles to be designated for use in the event of award of Contract, showing the manufacturer, model number, model year, present mileage, and rated seating capacity of each bus.

5.5 
If the successful bidder does not have school buses currently available to meet the requirements, he shall submit to the Purchasing Agent within ten(10) business days after notice of the acceptance of the bid is given or mailed by the Purchasing Agent to the successful bidder the following documents:


a) Quotations from at least two school bus manufacturers stating that the number of buses required for this contract can be delivered on or before August 1, 2009   




or

 b) Quotations from at least two suppliers of school buses in the New England area stating that the number of buses required are currently available and can be delivered on or before August 1, 2009. It is expected that all such buses specified under this bid will be made available for inspection by appropriate school officials no later than August 15, 2009. 

5.6 
No substitution of any other bus than that presented or stated in the bid may be made throughout the life of the contract without the approval of the School Committee or its authorized representative. All substitute buses shall be subject to all contractual and legal requirements.

5.7 
Only sixty-five (65) passenger vehicles or larger shall be used during the life of this contract. Some routes may require seventy-seven (77) passenger vehicles. Each bus shall be marked on the outside with the number of passengers who may be transported therein, including standees.

5.8 
The successful bidder agrees to keep all buses in good working condition, and to furnish all necessary fuel, oil, grease, tires, maintenance and repairs through the period of this contract.

5.9 
All vehicles shall be furnished with minimum safety equipment; the attention of all bidders is directed to the following sections of Chapter 90, Mass General Laws:


a) Section 1: Definitions


b) Section 1A: School Bus Registration


c) Section 7A Inspection of School Buses

  d) Section 7B: Requirements as to Equipment and Operation of School Buses


e) Section 7C: Registrar May Establish Minimum Standards for Construction, etc. of School Buses


f) Section 14: Precautions for Safety


g) Section 17: Speed limit in operation of School Buses

5.10 
All buses must be equipped with stop arms.

5.11 
All buses must be equipped with forty watt UHF or VHF two-way radios capable of communication between each bus and the successful bidder's dispatch location. The base station must be located within a five (5) mile radius from the center of Salem, and capable of transmitting readable radio conversation to all parts of the City of Salem. The successful bidder must be able to provide evidence of FCC license.

5.12 The successful bidder shall see that all buses are kept at all times in a condition of cleanliness, interior and exterior, satisfactory to the Superintendent of Schools.

5.13 The School Department reserves the right to require, at any time, at the successful bidder's expense, a certificate of inspection, for one or all of the school buses under this contract, from a garage of the School Department's choosing, that the buses are in good order. 

5.14 In carrying out the performance of the contract, the successful bidder shall have available to him buses and drivers adequate for emergency use. Such buses shall comply with all provisions of the specifications. The successful bidder shall maintain two spare vehicles and drivers for each ten vehicles used. In the event that there is a bus failure for any reason, the spare bus must be of similar proportions to the regularly scheduled bus, and in no case have a seating capacity of less than the contract stipulates for all other buses.

5.15 Each bus must display prominently a number printed in black on each side of the bus. 

6 DRIVERS
6.1 
The successful bidder agrees to submit, prior to the start of each school year, written reports on each driver to be assigned to this contract detailing names, ages, work experience, physical condition, and freedom from tuberculosis. The successful bidder agrees to obtain and verify references on each driver as a condition of employment. All drivers must be fully and properly licensed to operate buses used in carrying out the transportation services provided for under the terms of this contract.

6.2 
All persons assigned as regular or substitute drivers must be acceptable to the Superintendent prior to September 1 of each year.

6.3 
The successful bidder shall see that all drivers have on file with the successful bidder, a report, made by a registered physician, that he/she is in sound physical condition and capable of performing the duties of a school bus driver. The physical examination certificate must be submitted once a year, as required by law. In addition to annual physicals, all drivers shall have a chest x-ray each three (3) year period and such report is also filed.

6.4 
Bidders shall supply with their bid evidence of a drug and alcohol policy that complies with the regulations of the United States Department of Transportation.

6.5 
Safety: The successful bidder shall take all necessary precautions for the maximum safety of all students and specifically agrees:


a) That no one but the bus driver shall occupy the driver's seat.


b) That the driver shall not leave the bus while the engine is running, and that the bus must not be in gear while the engine is running and the bus is stopped.

 c) Overcrowded buses shall be reported immediately to the Committee's designee.


d) All doors shall be kept closed while the vehicle is in motion. (Chapter 90, Section 7B)


e) Drivers will not take any disciplinary action against 
a student. Cases that warrant such action should be 
reported to the Principal of the school


f) Smoking is not permitted on school buses, even by 
drivers when the bus in otherwise empty.


g) Drivers will not leave a vehicle unattended while children are in the vehicle, except when an emergency situation dictates otherwise.


h) Drivers shall comply with all rules and regulation set forth by the School Committee regarding the conduct of children on a bus and any other matters relating to the transportation of children.


i) Drivers shall not allow passengers to stand while the bus is in motion.

  j) The successful bidder agrees that students shall not be asked to leave a bus, or that students shall not be barred from riding on a bus except upon request of the school Principal involved.

 k) 
The successful bidder shall provide and maintain a formal, ongoing in service driver training and safety program each school year. Each meeting shall be attended by all regular, part-time, and substitute bus drivers, the Supervisor of Buses, and the successful bidder or his designee who are engaged in or responsible for the transporting of the school children of Salem. School officials and the Salem Police Safety Officer will also attend and participate in said meetings. The School Department shall supply a suitable site for the meetings, at no cost to the successful bidder. All costs of each meeting shall be borne solely by the successful bidder. The proposed plan shall be submitted with the bid and will be implemented subject to the approval of the Superintendent or his designee. It shall be mandatory that all drivers attend these meetings.

6.6 
Accidents: The successful bidder shall report immediately by phone, after its occurrence, to the Superintendent or his designee, each and every accident or any other event or circumstances which caused unavoidable delay or in any way interferes with the strict performance of the agreement. A formal written report must be submitted to the Salem School Department within 24 hours of each occurrence. The successful bidder shall also file with the Salem School Department copies of each Registry of Motor Vehicles accident filed with the local police agency for any incident involving a bus operated under this contract.

6.7 
The Successful bidder will make available information and instructions needed by drivers for the proper and safe transportation of students.

6.8 
Drivers shall operate their vehicles in a professional manner at all times, placing the safety of the students ahead of any other consideration and shall always perform their duties in conformance with State and Local laws.

7 BONDS, DEPOSITS
7.1 
Bid Bond: All bids shall be accompanied by bid security in the form of a certified, treasurer's or cashier's check, or a bid bond, in the amount of 5% of the first years cost, made payable to the City of Salem. Bid deposits will be held by the Purchasing Agent as bid security until the contract is awarded, and the submittal of a performance bond. 

7.2 
Bid security from all bidders not designated for award of contract shall be returned no later than two weeks after the award, or if no award is made at the expiration of thirty (30) business days after the opening of bids.

7.3 
No bidder may withdraw a bid after the opening of bids and prior to the execution and delivery of a contract with the successful bidder.

7.4 
If any bidder fails to perform its agreement to execute a contract and furnish a performance bond or other required documents required by the Purchasing Agent within ten (10) days after the receipt of notice of the award, its bid deposit shall become the property of the City of Salem which reserves all rights to further recovery for such failure.

7.5 
Each bidder and his company shall present with his bid a certificate from his bonding company attesting that a performance bond as required in 7.6 will be issued in the full amount of the bid and that the bond will be deposited with the City Treasurer by July 1 before the start of each year's contract period.

7.6 
Performance Bond: The successful bidder shall furnish a performance bond of a surety company qualified to do business in Massachusetts in the amount of one hundred percent (100%) of his contract price on July 1, 2009 for the first year of the contract, to be renewed annually by July 1st during the life of the contract and in the amount of one hundred percent (100%) of the contract price. 


The premium for the bond is to be paid by the successful bidder.

8 INSURANCE
8.1 
The successful bidder shall take out and maintain during the life of this contract Public Liability and Property Damage Insurance and comply with the pertinent provisions of Chapter 40, Section 4 Mass General Laws. He shall provide liability insurance of not less than $500,000 per passenger and $4,000,000 per bus, and property damage coverage in the amount of $200,000. The bidder and his company shall also provide medical payment coverage in minimum amount of $2,000 per passenger per bus. The successful bidder shall name the City of Salem as additional insured. Additionally, the successful bidder shall save harmless the City of Salem from any liability arising out of the operation of buses or any aspect of the services to be performed by said successful bidder.

8.2 
Workers' Compensation shall be carried by the successful bidder on all employees working under the provisions of this contract.

8.3 
At the time of signing the contract, the successful bidder must furnish a certificate of insurance from an insurance company legally authorized to act within the Commonwealth of Massachusetts indicating that the bidder and his company is insured to the extent required by these specifications. 

8.4 
Failure to provide and continue in force the required insurance shall be deemed a material breach of this contract and shall be cause for immediate termination if the School Committee deems it so.

8.5 
The successful bidder shall file a copy of these policies by August 1 of each successive contract year with the Purchasing Agent.

9 PAYMENTS
9.1 
Payments for services under this contract will be made monthly, September through June to the successful bidder, upon submission of an itemized invoice in triplicate.

9.2 
No charge may be made for transportation service on NO SCHOOL days or on stormy days when word is received from the School Department before the successful bidder is required to leave.

9.3 
Field Trips, Athletic Trips

The School Department may need transportation for field trips and/or athletic trips; the successful bidder agrees to furnish such transportation whenever requested at the rate set forth in his accepted bid. Payments for these will be paid upon receipt of an itemized invoice, in triplicate.

9.4 
Late Buses

The expected schedule for late buses will incorporate them into the last trip of the day and therefore will not be subject to additional charge.

9.5 
Price Basis: The contract  prices shall include the cost of fuel, garaging, oil, repairs, wages of drivers, taxes, fees, licenses, permits, certificates, insurance costs and such other charges as are needed in connection with the contract work and to keep the school bus properly equipped and in good operating condition. No payment additional to the contract price and adjustment price shall be made to the successful bidder by the City of Salem.

9.6 
Mileage: It is the responsibility of the bidder(s) to field measure all mileage. The committee reserves the right to change routes, and if changes are made, the mileage of any route may be increased or decreased. Increases or decreases which exceed ten percent (10%) of the original route mileage shall be adjusted per the extra mileage bid on the bid form.

9.7 
Bidders should refer to the attached bus routes, which are the actual bus trips for the 2008-09 school year and are a fair representation of the routes for use by the bidders in determining the mileage involved and the approximate amount of fuel in the next school year.

9.8 
Fuel Adjustment Clause

The monthly cost of the contract will be adjusted upon the price of motor fuel established at the time of the bid: 


STEPS

1) The starting price for motor fuel as of the inception date of this contract shall be the posted consumer tank wagon price in Boston as of July 1, 2009 for both gasoline and diesel fuel.

2) Monthly during the life of the contract, the successful bidder shall report and document the increase or decrease between the posted tank price in Boston on the last day of the month and that stated on July 1, 2009
3) The standard fuel consumption rate in miles per gallon per bus shall be five (5) miles per gallon for gasoline and six (6) miles per gallon for diesel for regular school buses.

       4) The mileage per bus per day shall be set at the estimated mileage for each trip. 

       5) Step #4 shall be divided by Step #3.

       6) The difference between Step#1 and Step #2 shall be multiplied by the figure(s) obtained in Step #5

       7) The figure obtained in Step #6 shall be known as the FUEL ADJUSTMENT PRICE per bus per day and the billings by the successful bidder shall be increased or decreased accordingly on monthly billings to the Salem Public Schools.

9.9  
No compensation shall be due or made for nonconforming performance.

9.10 Penalties will be assessed for the failure of buses to arrive or depart on schedule. Penalties will be twenty ($20) dollars for each late arrival and departure, unless the designee of the Superintendent is convinced that the late arrival of any bus was unavoidable. Failure of a bus to make a scheduled run will result in loss of the contract price for this run.

9.11 Prices submitted must remain constant for the entire contract period. Transportation for field trips, athletic teams, shuttles, and other school sponsored trips will be considered as part of the regular school transportation bid when determining the low bidder for the regular bus transportation services and will become part of the contract agreement at the bid prices.

9.12 
No assignment, transfer or subletting of this contract shall be made without the prior written consent of the City of Salem.

10 PERFORMANCE
10.1 
It is the intent of the Purchasing Agent not to award contracts to any bidder who does not furnish evidence, as specified, satisfactory to the Purchasing Agent and the School Committee that it has ability and experience in School Bus Transportation, that it has sufficient capital, that it has available through ownership or lease duly licensed school buses of the number, type, year, and passenger accommodation specified, and that it employs trained and duly licensed drivers to enable it to perform the work to the satisfaction of the Purchasing Agent and School Committee.

10.2 Bidders shall submit pertinent information relating to personnel and facilities, to establish the degree of ability to perform the transportation agreement, by providing a statement as to, but not necessarily limited to, the information listed on form: Business Experience.

10.3 
Bidders may be required to further submit the following pertinent information:


a) A balance sheet and statement of profit and loss prepared by the bidder's public accountant reflecting financial status for each of the previous two fiscal years.


b) A bank credit letter of reference.


c) Accident record for the previous three (3) years prepared by the insurance carrier and submitted 
directly to the Purchasing Agent.


d) A statement outlining current fuel supply status; specifically source of fuel supply required to fulfill existing contractual commitments and plans to obtain the fuel necessary to execute this contract.

11 BIDS, CONTRACTS
11.1 Noncollusion: Each bidder certifies under penalty of perjury, that to the best knowledge and belief, the prices in this bid have been determined independently without consultation, collusion, communication or agreement with another bidder or competitor.

11.2 This contract is made subject to all laws of the Commonwealth of Massachusetts. Any clause which does not conform to such laws shall be void, and such laws shall be operative in lieu of such clause, with all other provisions of this contract to remain in full force and effect.

11.3 The contract will be binding on heirs, successors, or assignees in the event of a change in management, through sales or by other means.
