NOTICE TO BIDDERS

The City of Salem, Massachusetts acting through its Purchasing Agent invites sealed bids for "Roadway Pavement Rehabilitation Project, Bid No.  L-01", in accordance with the Contract Documents prepared by the City of Salem Engineering Department.  
Bids will be received at the office of the City of Salem, Purchasing Department, 120 Washington Street, 3rd Floor, Salem, MA 01970 on or before 10:00 AM local time on July 30, 2009,at which time and place, said Bids will be publicly opened and read aloud.
The scope of work under this contract includes, but is not limited to pavement rehabilitation in the form of grinding and overlaying, installation of new asphalt sidewalks with new granite curbing, removing and resetting existing curb, adjustment and repair of utility structures, and other related work items. The Contractor shall supply all labor, materials and equipment necessary to complete the work hereinafter contained in the Specifications.
Bids shall be on a Unit Price basis.

Bid Security:  Certified, treasurer's or cashier's check or bid bond in the sum of five (5) percent of the Total Bid is required.

Contract Documents may be examined and obtained at the Purchasing Department, 120 Washington Street, 3rd Floor, Salem, MA 01970, upon payment in the amount of Fifty ($50.00) Dollars for each set.  Payment shall be by certified check, company check or money order payable to the City of Salem.
Bidders requesting Contract Documents to be mailed to them shall include a non-refundable payment in the amount of Twenty-Five ($25.00) Dollars for each set.  Payment shall be by certified check, company check or money order, payable to the City of Salem. Contract Documents shall be sent via USPS First Class Mail only.  The City of Salem is not responsible for delivery of any mailed or delivered documents or delivery of said documents within the prescribed time set for the receipt of bids. 

All Bids for this project are subject to applicable bidding laws of Massachusetts, including General Laws Chapter 30, Section 39M as amended.

Attention of bidders is particularly called to the requirements as to conditions of employment to be observed and minimum wage rates to be paid under this Contract as determined by the Department of Labor and Industries under provisions of the Massachusetts General Laws Chapter 149, Section 26-27D, inclusive, as amended.

No Bidder may withdraw his bid within Ninety (90) days after the actual date of the opening thereof.

The successful Bidder must furnish 100 percent Performance, Payment and Labor and Materials Bonds. 

The Owner, being considered the sole and only judge, reserves the right to waive any informalities in, or to reject, any or all bids, should the Owner deem it to be in the owner's best interest to do so.
