GATE BOX ADJUSTEDEACH
DESCRIPTION:

The work under this item shall consist of adjusting the gate boxes in conformity with the existing lines, grades, dimensions.  
REFERENCES:

Materials and construction methods shall conform, insofar as applicable, to the requirements of the Massachusetts Standard Specifications for Highways and Bridges, dated 1988, together with all errata addenda, additional revisions, and supplemental specifications, all of which are hereinafter referred to as the Massachusetts Standard Specifications.

MATERIALS:

Material and methods of curb removed and reset shall conform to the relevant provisions of Section 300 of the Standard Specifications.
CONSTRUCTION METHODS:

Any monitoring wells encountered within the roadway area shall be adjusted under this item.

In areas where cold planing will exceed 2 inches the gate boxes shall be lowered prior to cold planing.  The gate boxes shall not be adjusted upward until after placement of the binder course, but before placement of the wearing course.

METHODS OF MEASUREMENT AND BASIS OF PAYMENT:
Lowering of gate boxes shall be considered incidental to this item with no additional compensation allowed.  Any new gate boxes required shall be supplied by each respective City/Town.  Installation of new gate boxes to replace broken ones shall also be considered incidental to this item with no additional compensation allowed.

Adjusting gate boxes shall be measured by each box adjusted in conformity with the existing lines, grades, dimensions.  The contract unit price for the above item shall constitute full payment for all labor, tools, equipment, and other incidentals needed to satisfactorily complete the work.
