HOT MIX ASPHALT WALK SURFACE
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DESCRIPTION: 


This item shall consist of the construction of hot mix asphalt walk surfaces.
REFERENCES:

Materials and construction methods shall conform, insofar as applicable, to the requirements of the Massachusetts Standard Specifications for Highways and Bridges, dated 1988, together with all errata addenda, additional revisions, and supplemental specifications, all of which are hereinafter referred to as the Massachusetts Standard Specifications.

MATERIALS:


Material and methods of hot mix asphalt walk surface shall conform to the requirements of Section 701 of the Massachusetts Standard Specifications.


Maximum size course aggregate for hot mix asphalt sidewalks shall be 3/8 inch.

CONSTRUCTION METHOD:

Construction methods shall conform to the requirements of section 701 of the Massachusetts Standard Specifications for Highways and Bridges, dated 1988, together with all errata addenda, additional revisions, and supplemental specifications. 

Where existing hot mix asphalt walk surface requires only an overlay and as directed by the Highway Superintendent, the existing sidewalk shall be swept clear and free of any sand or debris.  A key way shall be cut parallel to and 4 inches away from the granite curbing to provide a lip where a lip does not exist.  A tack coat shall be applied prior to the overlay.  The overlay shall be a minimum of 2 ½ inch thick.

MEASUREMENT AND PAYMENT:

Hot mix asphalt walk surfaces shall be measured by the actual number of tons placed.  Payment for work completed shall be at the contract unit price bid per tons within the limits of work. Payment shall also include full compensation for all tools, machines and labor, and all other work necessary to complete the work in a satisfactory manner. 
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
