1.  INVITATION FOR BID

The Invitation for Bid enclosed here is an integral part of these instructions.
2.  BID PROPOSAL

The Bid Proposal must be filled out on the forms prescribed and enclosed in a sealed envelope which shall be clearly marked on the outside “Bid for Downtown Pedestrian Way Finding Signage, Re-Bid # L-02” and shall indicate as well the name and address of the bidder.   Every Bid which is on a form not completely filled in, or which is not complete, conditional, or obscure, or which contains any addition not called for, will be rejected. The Bid Cover Sheet and Bid Form must be signed by the bidder. 
3.  BID FORM

All information must be typewritten or printed in ink, including the price(s) that the bidder proposes in the space(s) provided on the official Bid Form.  The Bid Form must be signed by the bidder. 
4.  OTHER REQUIRED FORMS
All bidders must sign and submit with their bid the Attestation Clause regarding Massachusetts State tax returns and Certificate of Non-Collusion.  
5.  BID SECURITY DEPOSIT


Each bid must be accompanied by a certified check, issued by a responsible bank or trust company, or a bid bond duly executed by the bidder as principal and having as surety thereon a surety company approved by the City, all in the amount of $2,500.00 payable to the "City of Salem". The Successful Bidder’s check will be forfeited as liquidated damages in the case that the Successful Bidder fails or refuses to sign a contract for the solicited goods and services within Ten (10) business days after the Successful Bidder receives Notice of Intent to Award. The Bid Security Deposit must be sealed in a separate envelope from the bid and attached to the bid-containing envelope.  
6.  PAYMENT BOND
At the time of contract award, the successful bidder shall present to the Purchasing Agent, a 100% Payment Bond issued by a company licensed by the Massachusetts Division of Insurance.

7.  INSURANCE
a. General - The Successful Bidder, before commencing performance of the Contract, shall be responsible for providing and maintaining insurance coverage in force for the life of the Contract of the kind and in adequate amounts to secure all of the obligations under the Contract and with insurance companies licensed to write insurance in the Commonwealth of Massachusetts.  All such insurance carried shall not be less than the kinds and amounts designated herein, and the Successful Bidder agrees that the stipulation herein of the kinds and limits of coverage shall in no way limit the liability of the Successful Bidder to any such kinds and amounts of insurance coverage.  All policies issued shall indemnify and save harmless the City of Salem, its agents and employees from any and all claims for damages to persons or property as may arise out of the performance of this Contract. 
Failure to provide and continue in force such insurance as aforesaid shall be deemed a material breach of this Contract, and may constitute sufficient grounds for immediate termination of the same.  All insurance maintained as provided for in the above shall be taken out and maintained at the sole expense of the Successful Bidder. Proof of such insurance shall be delivered to the Purchasing Agent within Five (5) days from the date of the Notice of Award.

No cancellations of such insurance, whether by the insurer or by the insured party shall be valid unless written notice thereof is given by the parties proposing cancellation to the other party and to the City of Salem at least fifteen- (15) days prior to the intended effective date thereof, which date shall be expressed in said notice, which shall be sent by registered mail, return receipt requested.  These provisions shall apply to the legal representatives, trustee in bankruptcy, receiver, assignee, trustee, and the successor in interest of the Successful Bidder.

b. Successful Bidder's Comprehensive General Public Liability and Property Damage Liability Insurance - The Successful Bidder shall carry Comprehensive General Liability Insurance providing for a limit of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injury to or death of one person, and subject to that limit for each person, a total limit of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injuries or death of two or more persons in any one accident;  and Successful Bidder's  Comprehensive Property Damage Liability Insurance providing for a limit of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ( $500,000.00 ) for all damages arising out of injury to or destruction of property in any one accident, and subject to that limit per accident, a total ( or aggregate ) limit or not less than One Million Dollars ( $1,000,000.00 ) for all damages arising out of injury to or destruction of property during the policy period.

c. Workman's Compensation Insurance - The Successful Bidder shall carry Workman's Compensation Insurance as prescribed under Massachusetts Law.

d. Automobile Liability Insurance - The Successful Bidder shall carry comprehensive Automobile Liability Insurance covering all owned vehicles, hired vehicles or non-owned vehicles under the control of the Successful Bidder while performing work under this Contract in the amount of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ($500,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injuries to or death of one person and subject to that limit for each person, a total of not less than One Million Dollars ($1,000,000.00) for all damages arising out of bodily injuries to or death of two or more persons in any one accident;  and Property Damage coverage in the amount of not less than Five Hundred Thousand Dollars ( $500,000.00 ) for all damages arising out of injury to or destruction of property. 
e. All insurance coverage shall be placed with such company as may be acceptable to the City of Salem and shall constitute a material part of the Contract documents.
8.  BID DOCUMENTS

The Bidder is to thoroughly familiarize himself/herself with all documents contained herein, as it is mandatory that all proposals be in compliance with all of the provisions contained in said documents.  The documents comprising the bidding package consist of: Invitation for Bid, Instructions to Bidders, General Conditions, Specifications, and Bid Proposal from the contractor including all documents and forms submitted therewith or attached hereby, requirements and addenda .

9.  BID PRICES

These shall encompass everything necessary to furnish and deliver all items, materials, supplies or services as specified.  Prices quoted must include delivery FOB to the City of Salem.   
10.  UNIT PRICE

In the event of a discrepancy between the Unit Price and the Extension, the Unit Price shall govern.

11.  EXPLANATION, EXCEPTIONS

Other information pertinent to the specifications may be made in the form of a letter included in the same envelope with the Bid Proposal.

12.  CORRECTIONS

Proposals that are submitted containing crossouts, whiteouts, or erasures will be rejected.  All corrections or modifications to an original proposal are to be submitted in a separate envelope, properly marked, prior to the bid opening only.  All documents will be incorporated into the contract documents.
13.  WITHDRAWAL OF BID

A bid may be withdrawn by written request prior to the scheduled time for the bid opening.

14.  AWARD

Bid will be awarded no later than thirty (30) days after the scheduled time of the bid opening.

15.  EVALUATION

Bids will be evaluated on price, quality, experience, and references. 
16.  EXAMINATION

By submitting a bid, the bidder warrants that he/she has thoroughly examined the specifications and is fully acquainted with all conditions and restrictions pertaining to the bid items.  No claims for any extra work or extension of time will be allowed for failure to observe this requirement.
17.  PAYROLL AND PAYMENT

In accordance with Massachusetts General Law c.149, s.27B, every Contractor and Subcontractor is required to submit a copy of their weekly payroll records to the awarding authority. The City reserves the right to hold payment of any monies outstanding under this contract until the Contractor of subcontractor complies with the requirements of this law.  The work is subject to Federal Wage Rates (Davis-Bacon) and State wage rates. The Contractor must pay the higher of the two wage rates.
18.  MINORITY PROCUREMENT GOALS

Under Massachusetts Executive Order 237, it is the policy of the Commonwealth to promote to the fullest participation of all citizens in resources provided by municipal government.  Therefore, the City of Salem invites the participation of minority and women owned businesses in any and all parts of the contract.
19.  NON-DISCRIMINATION IN EMPLOYMENT

A contract for work under this proposal shall obligate the Contractors or Sub-Contractors not to discriminate in employment practices.


Bidders must, if requested, submit compliance reports concerning their employment practices and policies in order to maintain their ability to receive an award of Contract.  Bidders must, if requested, submit a list of all Sub-Contractors who will perform work on this Contract together with a "Certification of Bidder Regarding Equal Employment Opportunity" signed by the Contractor and/or his/her Sub-Contractors as requested.

General Terms and Conditions for:
Fabricating and installing pedestrian way finding signage in downtown Salem, MA. The pedestrian way finding signage is part of the City’s Comprehensive Signage Program. It is anticipated that future phases of the signage program will be installed. Thus, this contract will be for two years.
1. This bid request is solicited to the general public and a contract will be awarded pursuant to the rules set forth in Chapter 30, Section 39M of Massachusetts General Laws, and subject to approval of the Mayor of the City of Salem, Massachusetts. 

2. Modifications and withdrawal - A bidder may correct, modify, or withdraw a bid by sealed, written notice clearly marked as a correction, modification, or withdrawal and received in the Office of the Salem Purchasing Agent prior to the time and date set for the bid opening.

3. Bid opening -At the time and place fixed for opening of bids, the City will cause to be opened and publicly read aloud every bid received within the time set for receiving bids, irrespective of any irregularities therein.  Bidders and other persons properly interested may be present, in person or by representative.
4. Payment - Payment shall be made for Goods and Services received and accepted thirty (30) days after receipt of a reasonably detailed invoice.
5. The contract will be awarded within 30 days of the date of the bid opening to the responsive, responsible and qualified bidder with the lowest Bid Total.
6. The specifications, terms, conditions, and detailed requirements will become part of any contract that results from this bid request.
7. Performance Period - All work must be completed within 60 days of bid award.

8. Indemnity - The Bidder agrees by submitting a bid to indemnify, save harmless, and defend the City from and against any and all liabilities, claims, penalties, forfeitures, suits, and the costs and expenses incident thereto (including costs of defense, settlement, and reasonable attorneys fees), which it may hereafter incur, become responsible for, or pay out as a result of death or bodily injuries to any person, destruction or damage to any property, contamination of or adverse effects on the environment, or any violation of governmental laws, regulation, or orders caused, in whole or in part, by the Bidder’s employees, or its agents or servants, in the performance of this solicitation.
9. Specification Interpretations - Decisions of the Awarding Authority on interpretation of specifications, approval of equipment, material or any other approval, or progress of the work, shall be made promptly and no later than thirty days after the written submission for decision; but if such decision requires extended investigation and study, the awarding authority, architect or engineer shall within thirty days after the receipt of the submission, give the party making the submission written notice of the reasons why the decision cannot be made within the thirty day period and the date by which the decision will be made.
10. Subcontractors - The Successful Bidder shall not hire any subcontractor without the written approval of the City's Purchasing Agent.

The Successful Bidder shall cause appropriate provision to be inserted in all subcontracts relative to the work to require compliance by each subcontractor with the application provisions of the Contract for the improvements embraced in the site preparation.

11. Federal & State Laws - The bidder's attention is directed to the fact that all applicable Federal and State Laws and applicable Municipal Ordinances, and the rules and regulations of all authorities having jurisdiction over construction of the contract shall apply to the Contract throughout, and they will be deemed to be included in the Contract the same as though herein written out in full. 

12. Statement of Work -  Except as otherwise specifically stated in the contract documents and Technical Specifications, the Successful Bidder shall secure, at its own expense, all necessary permits and licenses and comply with all city and state codes and regulations and provide and pay for all materials, equipment, labor, tools, temporary construction of every nature, charges, levies, fees, or other expenses incurred and all other services and facilities of every nature whatsoever for his performance of the Contract within the specified time, and required for this project. The Successful Bidder must provide all materials and equipment free of any lien, claim or encumbrance.
13. Contractors’ Records - Contractors shall retain their records for at least six (6) years after final payment.  These records may be subject to inspection by authorized representatives of the state or City of Salem during the entire six (6) year period.
14. Upon such termination, the City may take over the work and prosecute the same to completion, by contract or otherwise, and the Successful Bidder and his/her sureties shall be liable to the City for any additional cost incurred by the City in its completion of the work and they shall also be liable to the City for liquidated damages for any delay in the completion of the work as provided below.  If the Successful Bidder’s right to proceed is terminated, the City may take possession of and utilize in completing the work such materials, tools, equipment, and plant as may be on the site of the work and necessary therefore.
15. Hiring preferences shall be given to veterans and residents of Massachusetts.
